Course Descriptions

All courses are subject to availability.

Bible and Ministry

“Be diligent to present yourself approved to God, a worker who does not need to be
ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth.” 2 Timothy 2:15

Our Bible curriculum is based on the model of the church as seen in Acts 1:8. In Acts
1:8, Jesus tells his disciples that once they receive the power of the Holy Spirit, they will
become witnesses who take the gospel into the entire world. Our students are in the
process of preparing to move out into college and their careers. As they focus on their
responsibility as disciples and ministers of Christ to put their faith into action, they will
examine and make certain of their call, purpose, and duty through training in the gifts
and talents God has given them.

Bible Requirements
Students must take the following courses in the grade indicated.
(1 full credit of Bible for each year in attendance at CCA)

1110 - Studying the Bible 0.5 Cr. Required 0900400 Grade 9

This course develops an understanding of the basic principles of Biblical interpretation
and study of God’s Word. Students will demonstrate the ability to observe, interpret,
and apply biblical passages independently. In addition the students will use these
skills in the study of Christian Doctrines.

1150 - Old Testament Survey 0.5 Cr. Required 2109390 Grade 9
This course is designed to give freshmen an overview of the Bible to help them in
understanding the biblical context before they study selected passages. The student
will see the flow of history from creation to the inter-testament period. They will identify
the key people, places and themes covered in the Old Testament.

1170 —Christ in the Old Testament 0.5 Cr. Required Grade 10
The course provides instruction in the study of the Old Testament as it serves as a
typological indicator of a greater covenant. Students are guided on a tour which leads
them to appreciate the nature of the Christian gospel as it is presented in the Old
Testament through typological examples and prophecies. Student will explore the claim
that the Old Testament testifies of Jesus.

1120 — New Testament Survey 0.5 Cr. Required Grade 10
This course is designed to give the student an overview of the life of Christ and the early
church age. Students will learn the most important biblical events from just prior to the
birth of Christ (around 4 B.C.) to 95 A.D. They will identify the key people, places and
themes covered in the New Testament.

1130 - Christian Worldview 0.5 Cr. Required Grade 11
This course will challenge students explore the various assumptions and beliefs that
shape how people live and think. The goal is for the students to gain insight and
perspective as they build their biblical Christian worldview and become better able to
defend what they believe when tested by others.



1135 —World Religions & Bible Doctrines 0.5 Cr. Required Grade 11
Students will develop a Christian Worldview based on fundamental doctrines of the
Christian faith and how that influences one’s thoughts, words, and actions. One’'s
understanding of Biblical “truth” is antithetical of the religious toleration movement of
the twenty-first century; the study of other religions in comparison to Biblical doctrine
will help to shape a foundation of truth for the students to build their life upon.

1137 — DE World Religions .5 Cr. (REL 2300) Grade 11
The purpose of this course is to introduce the major religions of the world and examine
how they compare to the Christian faith. A brief overview of the origin, development
and history of each religion will lead into a deeper analysis of core belief and practices.
Major philosophical and metaphysical questions will be discussed. An emphasis will be
given to the uniqueness of Christianity and the Lordship of Jesus Christ. Absolute truth
vs. relativism; Hinduism, Buddhism, Islam, Judaism, and Taoism are studied.

This is a college level course and meets the Jr. semester Bible requirement.

The grade on this course will become part of your college GPA.

Prerequisites: “B+" in Christian Worldview, Dept. recommendation, 3.0 GPA, and meet
Broward College DE test criteria

1140 - Family and Marriage 0.5 Cr. Required 2108300 Grade 12
The purpose of this course is to equip students with personal strategies for promoting
godliness in their families, by specifically focusing on marriage, parenting, and the
sanctity of all human life. Students will be exposed to typical issues that most spouses
and parents are forced to confront as they attempt to establish healthy marriages and
families. Biblical teachings, existing research, and current techniques will be reviewed,
with the goal of aiding each student in their development of a personal strategy for
dealing with these areas whenever confronted by them.

1141 - Apologetics - 0.5 Cr. Required Grade 12
This course will introduce students to basic arguments for and against Christianity. In
addition, the students will have thought through their own views of God and the nature
of the universe. Subjects covered will include a summary of the biblical message,
specific evidence for the Christ who is presented in the Bible, various philosophical
concepts as they apply to apologetics, and a close examination of the problem of evil.

1142 - Apologetics Honors - 0.5 Cr. Grade 12
This advanced course will teach students to understand, commit to, and rigorously
defend the basic tenets of Christianity. Students will learn to communicate and test
their own views of God and the nature of the universe. They will be instructed how to
develop a strong personal apologetic and test it against various philosophical and
religious beliefs. Guest presenters will be invited to expand students’ understanding of
several critical areas of truth and faith. This course is intended to prepare students to
develop the self confidence to explain and defend their faith being able to “give a reason
to those who ask.”

Prerequisites: “A” in Christian Worldview and in English (or “B” in AP English)



Bible Electives — 0.5 credits:

1185 —Senior Ministry Internship 0.5 Cr. 1700380 Grade 12

This course is a senior practicum in which students will choose a ministry to be
involved for a semester internship. The students will take a number of assessments,
guestionnaires, and surveys to discover the God-given talents, gifts and personality that
will aid them in discerning their place in the body of Christ. Students will keep a daily
log of their experiences and will write a summary report of the internship.

Approval needs to be obtained from the Student Discipleship Director.

1200 - Impact 1 Cr. Grades 10 - 12
The Impact Course is designed for student involvement in providing direction of our
high school spiritually through campus life assemblies, upper rooms, quiet times,
corporate worship services and community outreaches. The students will go through
serving, participating in the presentations, creating, organizing, implementing, and
eventually leading in the high school chapel and spiritual life program.

Prerequisite: Interview with the Student Discipleship Director is required.




Arts and Media

“As each one has received a gift, minister it to one another, as good stewards
of the manifold grace of God.” | Peter 4:10

Our God is an awesome and creative God! In fact, He has set the standard for all
artistry and creativity. Colossians 3:23 tells us that, “Whatever you do, do it heartily,
as if for the Lord, and not for men.” Because the arts are so diverse, this verse applies
perfectly! Whatever we do: whether it be interpreting Scripture or portraying our scenes
in Theatre, or singing praise songs and learning instrumental music techniques in
Choir and Band, we should strive to perform as if for the Lord. This also applies to
Dance, where we glorify God through the beauty of movement; and Visual Arts, where
an array of projects brings beauty to the world. At CCA, we honor God not simply by
utilizing our natural talents, but by striving for excellence by constantly learning and
improving upon them.

[Biblical principles are integrated throughout each course.]
Art
2110 — Art | —Drawing .5 Cr. Grades 9-12
This course is primarily an introductory art class. It introduces drawing as the basis of
the visual thinking required for all art processes. This structured course follows basic
exercises designed to help the student develop their drawing and observation skills.
Students are taught how to perceive visual stimuli and translate it into an art form.
They will explore a variety of drawing mediums.

2120 — Art | —Painting 0.5 Cr. Grades 9-12
This course builds on the student’s drawing and observational skills developed in Art | -
Drawing, while expanding their realm of experience with different painting mediums.
Students will explore theory and develop skills in tempera, watercolor, and acrylic
mediums. We will apply a variety of techniques, skills and styles to enhance their
artwork including painting surface preparation, color mixing, glazing, washes.
Prerequisite: Art | —Drawing

2130 —Art Il 1Cr. Grades 10-12
This course is designed for students expressly displaying a desire to continue their art
education and build on previous skills and knowledge acquired in Art I. Students will
explore two and three dimensional art forms. Students will gain a deeper understanding
of design concepts, principles and techniques, while expanding their realm of
experience with a variety of mediums.

Prerequisites: Art | (Drawing and Painting) or two semesters of Art

2135 - Art 111 1 Cr. Grades 11-12
A variety of art/ design projects by students from grades 9-12 will be worked, critiqued
and polished for portfolio. Projects include watercolor, oil, monoprint, acrylic, gouache.
clay, drawing, collage, etc. Projects will be featured in an art show put together by the
students at the end of the year.

Prerequisites: Art | —Drawing, Art | —Painting, Art Il and department recommendation.

2140 —Art Il AP Honors 1 Cr. Grades 11-12
Students who are serious about pursuing an art/ design career will studyin a
master/ apprentice relationship in a two year AP program in which this is the first part.
Encouragement of student’s talents and gifts will be emphasized. A specialized portfolio
will be created for submission at the end of the second year to the Advanced Placement
(AP) College Board.

Prerequisites: department recommendation.



2150 — AP Studio Art 1 Cr. Grades 11-12
Students who are serious about pursuing an art/ design career will studyin a
master/ apprentice relationship in a two year program in which this is the second part.
An internship-like or professional application of student’s talents and gifts will be
emphasized. A specialized portfolio will be created for submission at the end of the
second year to the Advanced Placement (AP) College Board.

Prerequisites: Art 3 AP Honors and department recommendation.

2160 —Design 1 1 Cr. (2-D Computer Graphics) Grades 9-12
Students from grades 9-12 will concentrate on PAD (Pencil Aided Design) and CAD
(Computer-Aided Design) to learn principles, history, and applications of 2D design.
Adobe Photoshop, as well as 3D programs, are utilized. Objectives include the designing
of simple layouts, a personal logo, printed brochures, and introduction to 3D design.

2170 — Design 2 1 Cr. (3-D Computer Graphics) Grades 9-12
Students from grades 11-12 will concentrate on PAD (Pencil Aided Design) and CAD
(Computer-Aided Design) to learn principles of 3D design. Autodesk’s Alias Maya is
primarily utilized along with Photoshop. Objectives include the creation of simple 3D
scenes such as a conceptual car design, a sculptural logo, an industrial product, a
figure, as well as a short animated film.

2175 - Ceramics/ Pottery 1 0.5 cr. Grades 9-12

The purpose for this course is to introduce basic hand modeling techniques in clay.
Students will experience the different stages of clay, recognizing the clay properties and
limitations. Students will have opportunity to build various functional & non functional
pieces of pottery and learn use of the kiln.

2176 - Ceramics/ Pottery Il 0.5 cr. Grades 10 -12
The purpose for this course is to teach more advanced modeling techniques in clay.
Students will experience the different stages of clay, recognizing the clay properties and
limitations. Students will have opportunity to build various functional & non functional
pieces of pottery and learn use of the kiln.

Theatre

2210 - Dramal 1 Cr. Grades 9-12
This course is designed to enable students to develop fundamental skills in the multiple
elements of theatre while applying biblical principles to this collaborative art. Course
content will include a survey of acting and characterization, movement and vocal
production, pantomime and improvisation, theatre terminology, script elements, theatre
history and influences, technical theatre and design, theatre production, artistic
discipline, audience etiquette, roles and characters in theatre arts and the relationship
between theatre arts and other subject areas. This course may require students to
participate in outside rehearsals and performances beyond the school day.

2220 — Acting Il 1 Cr. Grades 10-12
This course is designed to enable students to continue to develop basic acting skills and
integrate them into individual and ensemble theatrical performances while applying
biblical principles to their craft. Course content includes further development in acting
techniques and character analysis, movement and vocal production, pantomime and
improvisation, theatre terminology, theatrical forms, historical and cultural influences,
script analysis and selection, technical elements, role of the director, artistic discipline,
audience etiquette, roles and careers, auditioning, casting, and résumés. This course
requires students to participate in outside rehearsals and performances.

Prerequisite: Drama | or department recommendation.
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2230 —Comprehensive Theatre IIl Honors 1 Cr. Grades 11-12
This course will enable students to develop and synthesize intermediate-level elements
of theatre arts into final production using varied media, techniques, and processes
while applying biblical principles into their craft. Course content will include acting and
characterization, improvisation, theatre terminology, historical, cultural, and societal
influences, analysis and evaluation of dramatic literature, movement and vocal
production, technical theatre and design, playwriting skills, theatre arts personnel,
publicity, artistic discipline, audience etiquette, roles of the director, auditioning and
casting, production management techniques, and roles and careers. This course
requires students to participate in outside rehearsals, performances, and production
responsibilities beyond the school day.

Prerequisites: Acting Il, audition, department recommendation

2240 — Comprehensive Theatre IV Honors 1 Cr. Grades 11-12
This course will enable students to develop and synthesize more advanced level
elements of theatre arts into final production using varied media, techniques, and
processes while applying biblical principles into their craft. Course content will include
acting and characterization, improvisation, theatre terminology, historical, cultural, and
societal influences, analysis and evaluation of dramatic literature, technical theatre and
design, playwriting skills, theatre arts personnel, publicity, artistic discipline, audience
etiquette, directing, auditioning and casting, production management techniques, and
others. This course requires students to participate in outside rehearsals,
performances, and production responsibilities beyond the school day.

Prerequisites: Acting Ill, or audition, department recommendation

Music

2310 -Band | 1 Cr. Grades 9-12
This course is designed to enable students to develop basic technical skills on wind or
percussion instruments through the study and performance of high school band
literature. Emphasis will be placed on the development of skills in interpretation of
notation and expressive markings, individual and ensemble performance, and critical
listening. The content should include the following: technical skills; individual and
ensemble techniques; music literacy; sight reading and ear training; elements of music;
improvisation; performance analysis; role and influence of instrumental music and
musicians; connections between music and other subject areas; instrument care and
maintenance; and, participation in music activities.

Prerequisite: Audition; Private instruction is encouraged.

2320 -Band Il 1 Cr. Grades 10-12
This course is designed to enable students to develop intermediate-level technical skills
on wind or percussion instruments through the study and performance of high school
band literature. Emphasis will be placed on the development of skills in interpretation
of notation and expressive markings, individual and ensemble performance, and critical
listening. The content will include: technical skills; individual and ensemble
techniques; music literacy; sight reading and ear training; elements and characteristics
of music; improvisation, performance analysis; role and influence of instrumental music
and musicians; connections between music and other subject areas; instrument care
and maintenance; and, responsible participation in music activities.

Prerequisite: Band I; Audition; private instruction is encouraged.

2330 —Band Il 1 Cr. Grades 11-12
This course is designed to enable students to develop advanced technical skills on wind
or percussion instruments through the refinement and performance of high school
band literature. Emphasis will be placed on the development of skills in interpretation
of notation and expressive markings, individual and ensemble performance, and critical
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listening. The content will include, but not be limited to the following: technical skills;
individual and ensemble techniques; music literacy; sight reading and ear training;
elements and characteristics of music; improvisation, lecture, and service; performance
analysis; role and influence of instrumental music and musicians; connections between
music and other subject areas; instrument care and maintenance; and, responsible
participation in music activities.

Prerequisite: Band Il; Audition; Private instruction is encouraged.

2340 —-Band IV 1 Cr. Grades 11-12
This course is designed to enable serious students to develop advanced technical skills
on wind or percussion instruments through the refinement and performance of high
school band literature. Emphasis will be placed on the refinement of skills in
interpretation of notation and expressive markings, individual and ensemble
performance, and critical listening. The content will include, technical skills; individual
and ensemble techniques; music literacy; sight reading and ear training; elements and
characteristics of music; improvisation, lecture, and service; performance analysis; role
and influence of instrumental music and musicians; instrument care and maintenance;
and, responsible participation in music activities.

Prerequisite: Band IlI; Audition; Private instruction is encouraged.

2350 —Jazz Band 1 Cr. Grades 9-12
This course is designed for students with an advanced experience on the saxophone,
trombone, trumpet, guitar, piano, percussion, drum set, or vocalists. Knowledge of
blues scales, all modes, and major and minor scales required. Students will learn basic
through advanced improvisational techniques, various styles of jazz, and play advanced
literature. Student performances will include on and off campus events.

Prerequisite: Audition

2410 —Chorus | 1 Cr. Grades 9-12
Students perform music of all styles and periods, keeping in mind the developing voice
and stressing the essentials of the choral art. Concert and festival participation is
required. Conference participation in ACSI and FVA as well as festival participation for
solos and/ or ensembles is enthusiastically encouraged.

2420 —Chorus Il 1 Cr. Grades 10-12
This course is designed to enable students to develop intermediate-level individual and
ensemble skills in choral performance through preparation of varied high school
literature. Emphasis will be placed on healthy and expressive singing, accurate
interpretation of notation, and development of critical and aesthetic response to music.
The content will include, but not be limited to the following: vocal production; choral
performance techniques, music literacy; sight-reading and ear training; elements and
characteristics of music; improvisation, composition, and arranging; performance
analysis; role and influence of choral music and musicians; connections between music
and other subject areas; responsible for participation in music activities.

Prerequisite: Chorus |

2430 —Chorus Il Honors 1 Cr. Grades 11-12
This course is designed to enable students to develop proficient individual and
ensemble skills in choral performance through preparation of varied high school
literature. Emphasis will be placed on healthy and expressive singing, accurate
interpretation of notation, and development of critical and aesthetic response to music.
The content will include, but not be limited to the following: vocal production; choral
performance techniques; music literacy; sight-reading and ear training; elements and
characteristics of music; improvisation, composition, and arranging; performance
analysis; role and influence of choral music and musicians; connections between music
and other subject areas; responsible for participation in music activities.

Prerequisite: Chorus Il
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2440 - Chorus IV Honors 1 Cr. Grades 11-12
This course is designed to enable students to develop proficient individual and
ensemble skills in choral performance through preparation of varied high school
literature. Emphasis will be placed on healthy and expressive singing, accurate
interpretation of notation, and development of critical and aesthetic response to music.
The content will include, but not be limited to the following: vocal production; choral
performance techniques, music literacy; sight-reading and ear training; elements and
characteristics of music; improvisation, composition, and arranging; performance
analysis; role and influence of choral music and musicians; connections between music
and other subject areas; responsible for participation in music activities.

Prerequisite: Chorus Il

2450 — AP Music Theory 1 Cr. Grades 10 - 12
Our goal in AP Music Theory will be to apply high level listening and language skills (terms,
notation), and accurately identify the aural elements of music (Pitch, Duration, Dynamics,
and Timbre). Students will be listening to a wide variety of selections reflecting different
styles and periods; communicate their usage through singing and other instruments (piano,
etc.); notate them visually on paper; then apply these techniques analytically and
creatively. Prerequisites: at least 2-3 years experience on a musical instrument;
understanding and recognition of written rhythms, pitch, and/ or chords; pass a basic theory
test; permission of instructor.

Dance

2510 — Dance Technique |l 1 Cr. Grades 9-12
This course is designed to develop basic knowledge and skills in varied dance styles
through acquisition of technique, movement terminology, solo and ensemble
performance, choreographic principles, aesthetic awareness, and performance quality
within a cultural and historical context.

Prerequisite: Audition required; students will be placed in appropriate level class.

2520 — Dance Technique Il 1 Cr. Grades 10-12
This course is designed to develop knowledge and skills in varied dance styles such as
ballet, modern dance and jazz, through acquisition of technique, movement
terminology, solo and ensemble performance, choreographic principles and perspective,
aesthetic awareness, and performance quality within a cultural and historical context.
Prerequisite: Audition required; students will be placed in appropriate level class.

2550 — Dance Technique Ill 1 Cr. Grades 10-12
This course is designed to develop advanced knowledge and skills in varied dance styles
through acquisition of technique, movement terminology, solo and ensemble
performance, choreographic principles and perspective, aesthetic awareness, and
performance quality within a cultural and historical context.

Prerequisite: Audition required; students will be placed in appropriate level class.

2560 — Dance Technique IV 1 Cr. Grades 10-12
This course is designed to further develop advanced knowledge and skills in varied
dance styles through acquisition and improvement of technique, movement
terminology, solo and ensemble performance, choreographic process, aesthetic
elements, and performance quality, and expressive range. Emphasis is on staging
techniques through independent work in solo and group choreography, culminating in
a final performance.

Prerequisite: Audition required; students will be placed in appropriate level class.
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Media

2610 —Mass Media 0.5 Cr. Grades 11-12
A survey-style class that will explore the various types and purposes of mass media, the
ethics and responsibilities involved, the philosophy and impact of various programs, the
production and analysis of mass media, and its impact on history, culture, and politics.

2660 — Photography (w/ Digital Imaging) 0.5 Cr. Grades 9-12
This course will provide an introduction to the underlying concepts and the creative
applications of Photography. Assignments will include photography projects. Students
will also develop a working knowledge of computer graphic applications such as Adobe
Photoshop and Adobe Illustrator. Digital imaging concepts (digital photography) will be
emphasized. The skills learned in this class are extremely beneficial for those interested
in photography and visual art, web design, print media, and television production.
Prerequisite: access to a digital camera

2670 — Yearbook/ Multi-Media Production | 1 Cr. Grades 10-12
This course will enable students to develop fundamental skills in the production of
various mass media including, but not limited to, yearbook. The purpose of this course
is to enable students to develop skills in various types and purposes of mass media,
ethics and responsibilities in mass media, philosophy and impact of various programs,
production of mass media, analysis of mass media and the impact of mass media on
history, culture and politics.

Prerequisite: recommendation by English instructor and Yearbook advisor

2671 — Yearbook/ Multi-Media Production Il 1 Cr. Grades 11-12
This course will enable students to refine fundamental skills in the production of
various mass media including, but not limited to, yearbook. The purpose of this course
is to enable students to refine skills in various types and purposes of mass media,
ethics and responsibilities in mass media, philosophy and impact of various programs,
production of mass media, analysis of mass media and the impact of mass media on
history, culture and politics.

Prerequisite: recommendation by English instructor and Yearbook advisor

2710 - Digital Video Production | 0.5 Cr. Grades 9-12
Students will be introduced to digital video production and will gain experience in the
areas of pre-production, production, and post-production. Specific skills include
scriptwriting, camera operation, and digital editing. Projects include news-packages,
short films, and support of the high school television show, FOCUS.

2720, 30 —Digital Video Production II, IIl 1 Cr. Grades 10-12
Students will apply skills in the areas of pre-production, production, and post-
production towards the completion of digital video projects. These classes produce the
high school television show, FOCUS, support the elementary show (ETV) and work
towards the completion of short films.

2810 — Radio Broadcasting | 0.5 Cr. Grades 9-12
This course covers the history of radio in the United States, the role of radio as an
element of the mass media, basic principles and the rationale for their use, the role of
the FCC in broadcasting, FCC rules and regulations, news writing, interviewing and
oral reading skills, format development, advertising techniques, and the dynamics of
effective radio productions. This class includes training in the studios of WREH-FM.
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2820, 30 —Radio Broadcasting Il —11I 1 Cr. Grades 10-12
Learning in their own radio studio at the WREH building, students explore application
of FCC rules and regulations to an on-air setting, principles of effective speaking,
writing, and thinking to radio broadcasting, critical analysis of copy, basic
understanding of audio-engineering equipment, appropriateness of programming, and
various production skills using studio equipment.

Business

3010 - Personal Finance 0.5 Cr. Required Grades 11-12
This course is designed to provide students with a biblical view of personal financial
principles and techniques that will guide them in becoming good stewards of their
resources as well as becoming Christian role models in today’s society. In planning for
their future as good stewards and consumers, students will be introduced to budgeting,
personal banking, credit management, investment and insurance issues, as well as
financial software. Students will apply practical applications through budget planning,
managing mock household finances, and completing a semester project.

3030 —Economics 0.5 Cr. Required Grade 12
This course is designed to describe the basic characteristics of the American economic
system, develop an understanding of the economic principles that influence business
decisions, and analyze the roles of governments and individuals in a capitalist economy.
Students will also understand the need for ethical standards for business leaders,
producers, and consumers. Scriptural principles and biblical economics are emphasized
throughout the course content.

3035 —Economics Honors 0.5 Cr. Grade 12
This course is an advanced economics course which will add significant research and
outside reading to the regular class load. This course is designed to describe the basic
characteristics of the American economic system, develop an understanding of the
economic principles that influence business decisions, and analyze the roles of
governments and individuals in a capitalist economy.

Prerequisite: “B+" in US History DE or AP or department recommendation
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Foreign Language

“Therefore, go and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the
Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit” Matthew 28:19

Fulfilling God’s great commission of sharing His Word with all the nations often begins
by understanding foreign cultures and languages. Our intent is to help our students
honor God by giving them the means to reach out to the people of the nations of the
world. Students will learn the language and understand the unique similarities and
differences of cultures around the world and in our own South Florida neighborhood.
[Biblical principles are integrated throughout each course.]

3110 — Spanish I 1 Cr. Required (or French 1) Grades 9-11
As an introduction to the fundamentals of listening and speaking, vocabulary and
grammar; this course is designed for communication with Spanish-speaking people in
the community or workplace. Classroom practice is designed to develop communicative
competence and cultural sensitivity. Students will be equipped with a foundation of
vocabulary and grammar that will enable them to begin communicating and sharing
their faith in Spanish. Skills involving communicating about things occurring in the
present, future, and past will be developed. Interactive texts, games, manipulatives,
and “real life” Spanish language tools like newspapers, radio, television, online video
clips, Spanish Bible verses and literature will be used to further develop the student’s
understanding of Spanish. Students will continue to expand their proficiency in
Spanish Il or Il Honors.

Prerequisite: “B” in English required to enroll in Spanish | as a 9t grader.

3130 — Spanish Il 1 Cr. Grades 9-12
As a continuation of Spanish | (and Spanish I-Honors-8t" grade), this class broadens
the development of the basic communicative skills of writing, reading, listening,
speaking, grammar, vocabulary and Hispanic culture. Further exploration of
vocabulary, verb tenses and grammatical structures will occur and the tools needed to
share one’s faith through personal testimony will be developed. Classroom practice and
exercises are supplemented by multimedia designed to increase communicative
competence and cultural sensitivity. Interactive texts, games, manipulatives and “real
life” Spanish language tools like newspapers, radio, television, online video clips and
online audio clips, Spanish Bible verses, film, songs, art and literature will be used to
further develop the student’s understanding of Spanish.

Prerequisite: Successful completion (a grade of “C” or better) of Spanish | or Spanish |
Honors, and/ or teacher recommendation. (It is recommended that students with a grade
lower than “C” in Spanish | enroll in Spanish | again before continuing with Spanish I1.)

3140 - Spanish Il Honors 1 Cr. Grades 9-12

As a continuation of Spanish | (and for Spanish I-Honors, 8th grade), this class
continues with the development of the basic skills of writing, reading, listening,
speaking, grammar, vocabulary and Hispanic culture. Further exploration of verb
tenses and grammatical structures will occur and the tools needed to share one’s faith
through personal testimony will be developed. Classroom practice and exercises are
supplemented by multimedia designed to increase communicative competence and
cultural sensitivity. Interactive texts, games, manipulatives and “real life” Spanish
language tools like newspapers, radio, television, online video clips, Spanish Bible
verses, film, and literature will be used to further develop the student’s understanding
of Spanish. Students will continue their Spanish development with Dual Enrollment
(when offered), Spanish |1l Honors, or Spanish Il Conversation.

Prerequisite: “B+” in Spanish I-Honors, and/ or department recommendation.

16



3143 — Conversational Spanish 1 Cr. Grades 10-12
As a continuation of Spanish Il or Spanish Il Honors this course deepens and enhances
a student’s use of Spanish by engaging the learner in conversations and projects using
categorical vocabulary that require that they speak and express their knowledge. With
varied activities that include presentations, songs, poetry, Bible verse memorization and
studying the Spanish cultures, students gain a practical knowledge that will help them
to develop a love for the language and the people that speak it. The focus is solid
application of the language; thisis an immersion, Spanish only, class.

Prerequisite: “C” or better in Spanish Il or lI-Honors and/ or department recommendation.

3145 - Spanish Il Honors-Bilingual 1Cr. Grades 9-12
Offered alternating years (2010/2011)

This course is designed specifically for bilingual speakers, focusing on grammatical
aspects of the language to give heritage speakers a well rounded knowledge of Spanish.
Class is conducted primarily in Spanish. The ultimate purpose of this class is to begin
preparation for success in Advanced Placement Spanish Language.

Prerequisites: Must be a heritage Spanish speaker and complete a placement exam
and/ or an interview with teacher.

3150 — Spanish Il Honors — AP Prep 1 Cr. Grades 10-12
This course is designed to review all learned grammatical structures and to continue
learning more advanced grammar and idiomatic expressions. The course’s focus is on
increased fluency in writing, reading, listening and speaking. Further development of
all aspects of communication skills and cultural sensitivity will continue through a
variety of tools such as interactive texts, games, manipulatives and “real life” Spanish
language tools like newspapers, radio, television, online video clips and online audio
clips, Spanish Bible verses, film, songs, art and literature. The class is conducted
primarily in Spanish and students are expected to speak only Spanish in the classroom.
The ultimate purpose of this class is to continue preparation for success in the
Advanced Placement Spanish Language. Students may advance their Spanish
development with Spanish IV Honors or Advanced Placement Spanish Language.
Prerequisite: A grade of “A” or “B” in Spanish Il Honors and/ or teacher recommendation.
The student should have a strong desire to advance their knowledge of Spanish.

3160 — Spanish 1V Honors — AP Prep 1 Cr. Grades 11-12
This course will build upon the grammatical structure of the Spanish language from
Spanish 11l Honors. The culture of the Hispanic world is emphasized and supported by
authentic materials such as videos, newspapers, magazines, and Internet articles,
current events, online video clips and online audio clips. Listening comprehension,
reading and writing skills, and increased fluency are the course goals with emphasis
placed on accurate and grammatically correct communication. The class is conducted
primarily in Spanish and students are expected to speak only Spanish in the classroom.
The ultimate purpose of this class is to continue preparation for success in the
Advanced Placement Spanish Language course. Students may advance their Spanish
development with Advanced Placement Spanish Language.

Prerequisite: “B” in Spanish Ill-Honors and/ or department recommendation. The student
should have a strong desire to advance his/ her knowledge of Spanish.

3165 — Advanced Placement Spanish Literature 1 Cr. Grade 11-12

AP Spanish Literature is comparable to a third-year college course in Peninsular and
Latin American literature. The objective of the course is to help the student interpret
and analyze literature in Spanish. It is based on a required reading list, introducing
students to the diverse Spanish literature designed to help them reflect on the many
voices and cultures articulated in this very rich literature. The works on the list are of
literary significance and are taken from a representative body of various historical
periods, literary movements, genres, geographic areas, and population groups within
the Spanish-speaking world. The class is conducted in Spanish. Those students who
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perform satisfactorily on the AP Spanish Literature Exam may be eligible to receive
college credit. Summer work may be required.

Prerequisites: “B” in Spanish IV Honors or in AP Spanish Language and department
recommendation. It is recommended that the student be an independent learner, have a
mastery of the Spanish language with a desire to advance his/ her knowledge of Spanish.

3170 — Advanced Placement Spanish Language 1 Cr. Grade 11-12
In this course there is an intense focus on speaking, writing, reading, listening
comprehension, grammatical analysis and cultural sensitivity in order to prepare the
students for success on the Advanced Placement Spanish Language exam. The class is
conducted in Spanish. Students utilize written and oral sources to analyze, make
assumptions, and draw conclusions utilizing advanced Spanish vocabulary, writing and
speaking skills. Online audio clips and recordings are used, as well as authentic
articles and other resources in order to enhance the students’ exposure to multiple
pronunciations and idiomatic expressions. Students passing the AP Exam are eligible
to receive college credit. Summer work may be required.

Prerequisites: “B” in Spanish Il Honors or Spanish IV Honors and department
recommendation. It is recommended that the student have a strong desire to advance
his/ her knowledge of Spanish.

3210 —French | 1 Cr. Required (or Spanish I) Grades 9-12
The primary goal of French | is to introduce high school students to the language and
culture of France and the French speaking world. The course has been designed to
develop the student’s understanding and sensitivity to the distinctive aspects of the
language, as well as the social/ cultural meanings of words which are a key factor in
communication. Students will learn a foundation of vocabulary and grammar that will
enable them to begin communicating in French. Students will gain a mastery of
present tense verbs and be introduced to the past tense (passé composé). Students will
become comfortable with French mechanics through the use of manipulatives and “real
life” French language tools like newspapers, radio, television and film.

Prerequisite: “B” in English in order to enroll while in 9th grade

3230 —French Il 1 Cr Required (or Spanish 11) Grades 9-12
The goal of French Il is to continue to build upon the skills already learned in order to
more fully develop each student’s ability to share their faith in the French language. In
order to accomplish this, student will build upon language skills introduced in French I.
Written and oral communication are developed and enhanced with new vocabulary and
grammatical structures. Students will use popular music, interactive texts, games,
manipulatives and French language tools such as newspapers, radio, television, online
video and audio clips, French Bible verses, film, art, literature and current events in
French to continue to develop speaking and listening skills. The verb tenses that will be
taught include passé composé, imperfect, future, conditional, and subjunctive.
Cultural emphasis is on France, the Maghreb (North Africa) and the Caribbean.
Prerequisite: “C” or better in French | and/ or teacher recommendation.
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Language and Communication

“The heavens declare the glory of God; the skies proclaim the work of his hands. Day
after day they pour forth speech; night after night they display knowledge.” Psalm 19:1-2

The Language Arts are based on the truth that God is the Supreme Communicator and
that by creating man in the likeness of God (Genesis 1:26), He has given us the divine
attributes of being able to communicate with Him and with each other. In addition, the
Bible teaches that our words are not merely sounds and thoughtless sayings. Our
words have power and authority as well as the ability to encourage, heal, wound, hurt,
or destroy the people to whom we are speaking. Therefore, we must honor God through
the use of our tongue and pen. He will hold us accountable for our words.
[Biblical principles are integrated throughout each course.]

4110 —English 1 1 Cr. Required Grade 9
This course introduces distinguished classical authors and themes. Literacy strategies
and vocabulary are integrated into class activities as students read a variety of
literature and texts. Varied writing instruction and practice facilitating the “6+1 Traits”
is incorporated into each literature unit. Students will paraphrase, document
information, analyze different genres of literature, and make personal application to
themes. Discussion, interpretation, and communication skills are developed as
students observe and practice the art of oral presentation.

4120 —English | Honors 1 Cr. Grade 9
This enhanced English | course incorporates a holistic, integrated approach by utilizing
other academic disciplines and focusing on analytic and evaluative thinking skills.
Assessments and assignments will have additional required writing focusing more
rigorously on content, organization, and style.

Prerequisites: “B+" in Language Arts 8, department recommendation, and test scores

4130 —English Il 1 Cr. Required Grade 10
This course introduces medieval to contemporary literature from short story, drama,
and novel selections. Students will delve into the lives and hearts of characters,
exploring the process and purpose of the stories while retrospectively responding to
pertinent issues in society Literacy strategies and vocabulary will be emphasized
through reading and analyzing the different texts. Frequent writing utilizing “6+1 Traits”
and referencing techniques will encompass a comparison of literary works and an
analysis of themes, genres, and story elements. Interpretation and communication
skills will be strengthened through group interaction as students apply their skills in
evaluating critically, using persuasive language, and presenting material effectively.
Prerequisite: English | or English | Honors

4140 — English Il Honors 1 Cr. Grade 10
This enhanced English Il course incorporates a holistic, integrated approach by utilizing
other academic disciplines and focusing on analytic and evaluative thinking skills.
Assessments and assignments will have additional required writing focusing more
rigorously on content, organization, and style.

Prerequisites: “B+" in English | or English | Hon., test scores, department recommendation

4150 — English Il 1 Cr. Required Grade 11
This course introduces students to distinguished authors in American literature.
Students explore the authors’ lives and beliefs as revealed in their writings and compare
them with authors of other literary periods. Studies include period exploration of
Colonial-Revolutionary, Romantic, Realistic-Naturalistic and Modern literature. Writing
Workshop will utilize the SAT standardized timed writing rubric as students analyze
content and interpret structure as well as organization. Continuing to write frequently
for a variety of purposes, students will refine their understanding of process, audience,
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persuasion, and evaluation. They will produce analytical and persuasive verbal and
written arguments. The SAT scoring guide will be analyzed and used to evaluate all
written assignments.

Prerequisite: English Il or English Il Honors

4160 — English Honors 11l 1 Cr. Grade 11
This enhanced English Ill course incorporates a holistic integrated approach by utilizing
other academic disciplines and focusing on analytic and evaluative thinking skills.
Assessments and assignments will have additional required writing focusing more
rigorously on content, organization and style.

Prerequisite: “B+” in English Il, test scores, department recommendation

4165 — AP Language/ Composition 1 Cr. Grade 11
This AP course introduces students to the intricacies of language in reading and
writing. Reading from a variety of fiction and nonfiction selections, students will
decipher stylistic features and connect meaning to the overall analysis of the selections.
Different styles of writing such as narrative, expository, descriptive, and persuasive will
be evaluated and practiced. Students will learn to incorporate effective use of rhetoric
by interacting with the writer's purposes, audience expectations, and subjects as they
analyze how generic conventions and the resources of language contribute to effective
writing. At the conclusion of the course, students will be able to analyze both fiction
and nonfiction literature and develop thoughts clearly in essay form. This course
prepares students to take the required AP English Language and Composition exam.
Summer work may be required.

Prerequisites, “A-" in English (or “B+" in Engl. Hon.), application process, PSAT test score,
Dept. Recommendation. College credit depends on exam results.

4185 - DE British Literature A .5 Cr. (ENL2012) Grade 12
This college-level survey course traces the development of British literature from the
Middle Ages through the Restoration Period and the earlyl18th century, focusing on the
major poets and authors of the ages, such as Chaucer, Shakespeare, Marlowe, Milton,
Donne, and Swift. Since this is a college-level course, the grade earned becomes
part of your college GPA. Summer work may be required.

Prerequisites: “B+” in English Il Honors, teacher recommendation, 3.0 GPA, and
fulfillment of Broward College DE test criteria

4186 - DE British Literature B .5 Cr. (ENL2022) Grade 12
This college-level survey course primarily concentrates on British literature from the
Romantic and Victorian Periods, focusing on authors and poets such as Blake,
Wordsworth, Coleridge, Keats, the Shelleys, Tennyson, and Stevenson, as well as a brief
study of the Modern era, featuring authors such as Hardy, Yeats, and Joyce. Since
this is a college-level course, the grade earned becomes part of your college GPA.
Prerequisites: “B+" in DE British Lit.; teacher recommendation, 3.0 GPA, and fulfillment of
Broward College DE test criteria

4170 — English IV 1 Cr. Required Grade 12

This course introduces students to distinguished authors in British Literature.
Students explore authors’ lives and beliefs as revealed in their writings and compare
them with authors of other literary periods. Studies include period explorations of Old
English, Medieval, English Renaissance, Romantic, Victorian, Modern, and Postmodern
literature. Responding to literature in writing workshop utilizing “6+1 Traits,” students
will analyze and interpret purpose and style. Continuing to write frequently, students
will master the understanding of process, audience, voice, and evaluation. They will
study and write a broad range of literary analysis and criticism. Students will complete
a senior capstone project consisting of multi-genre research projects.

Prerequisite: English Il or English IIl Honors
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4190 — AP English Literature and Composition 1 Cr. Grade 12
The core of this course features a wide variety of readings in poetry, plays, and fiction
with the objective of deliberately reading to understand the complexity and richness of
meaning in a work, enabling the student to arrive at a superior response and analysis.
Expository and argumentative prose will be among course topics as well. In preparation
for the AP Examination, the student will reflect on his or her reading through extensive
discussion, writing, and editing. Significant outside reading is required. This course
prepares students to take the required AP English Literature and Composition exam.
Summer work may be required.

Prerequisites: “A-" in Honors English, PSAT test score, departmental approval. College
credit depends on exam results.

LANGUAGE & COMMUNICATION ELECTIVES

4210 —Journalism | 1 Cr. Grades 10-12
This introductory semester course explores learning the language of journalism and
photojournalism, developing communication skills in writing different kinds of articles,
understanding news and the publishing process, history and media ethics, as well as
careers in journalism. Students will review current newspapers, periodicals and other
text. Students will apply their foundational skills in creating articles, columns,
editorials, headlines, and page design. Selected articles will be used in the CCA Weekly
publications.

4220 —Journalism Il 1 Cr. Grades 11-12
This course will function primarily as the team that produces both a regular edition of a
student newspaper as well as the CCA Weekly for parents. Publishing tasks will include
story and photo assignments, editorial and column writing, advertising, proofreading,
and page design. This course develops advanced skills in creating storyboards, articles,
columns, editorials, headlines, and page design. Students use state-of-the-art
technology, multimedia applications and software applications such as Adobe InDesign
and Photoshop. Interview skills and presentation skills are refined. Investigative
reporting and interviewing techniques are explored. Students will serve as reporters.
Prerequisite: Journalism | and department recommendation

4310 — Speech & Debate 0.5 Cr. Grades 9-12
This course introduces students to the basics of speech communications by developing
fundamental skills in formal and informal oral communication. Students participate in
a variety of speech activities which will help them develop self-confidence and poise
through preparation, performance, and evaluation. Students participate in
interpersonal, group, and public speaking activities.

4500 — College Test Prep 0.5 Cr. Grades 10-11
This course is intended as a refresher for the PSAT, SAT, and ACT primarily for Juniors.
Techniques as well as content for each test will be covered in a review format. Focus will
be on language, writing, and math skills. Practice exams will be utilized.

It isrecommended that students take this 1st semester course if they need to
raise their college admission test scores.
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Mathematics

O the depths of the riches both of the wisdom and knowledge of God!”...Rom 11:33God'’s
creation is filled with both numerical and special relationships. The Christian’s
mandate for mathematics is to apply mathematics in order to understand nature, for
what math does is see with a finer focus some of the things God made. Not only is math
useful to fulfill the dominion mandate of Scripture, it also uniquely reveals certain
attributes of the Creator God. In mathematics we find God as the Architect, Contractor,
and Builder all in one. “Through mathematics, nature stands revealed before us, and
through it the Creator of the world has spoken and the Preserver of the world continues
to speak.” Without this language, many of the intricate workings of nature would have
remained vague or even unknown.
[Biblical principles are the foundation for each course.]

5110 — Algebral 1 Cr. Required Grade 9
This purpose of this course is to develop the algebraic concepts and processes that can
be used to solve a variety of real-world and mathematical problems. Students who
successfully complete this course will be prepared for entry into Geometry and Algebra
II. Topics include problem solving with the language of algebra, order of operations,
operations with signed numbers, solving equations, formulas and inequalities, rational
expressions, factoring, powers, percent, polynomials, probability and odds, an
introduction to statistics, slopes, linear equations, graphing and word, application and
Standardized testing-type problems.

Prerequisite: Pre-Algebra

5210 - Geometry 1 Cr. Required Grades 9-10
This course is designed to introduce the student to logic and proof in order to aid in
solving real world problems. The students will learn to focus on problem solving using
geometric postulates and theorems. Students who successfully complete this course
will be prepared for entry into Algebra Il or Algebra Il Honors. Topics include reasoning,
geometric constructions, congruence, circles, areas, volume, right triangle trigonometry,
polygons, proofs, parallelism and perpendicularity, types of triangles, triangle inequality
theorems, polygons, Pythagorean and other theorems, definitions and postulates,
Prerequisite: Algebra | or Algebra | Honors

5212 —Geometry Honors 1 Cr. Grades 9-10
This faster paced course is designed to introduce the student to logic and proof in order
to aid in solving theoretical and real world problems. The students will learn to focus
on problem solving using geometric postulates and theorems. Students who complete
this course will be prepared for an accelerated math program. Topics include analytical
reasoning, geometric constructions, congruence, circles, areas, volume, right triangle
trigonometry, polygons, proofs, parallelism and perpendicularity, types of triangles,
triangle inequality theorems, polygons, Pythagorean and other theorems. Highlights of
this class will be at a high level of reasoning and applications of geometric principles.
Prerequisite: “A-" in Algebral, dept. recommendation

5130 — Algebra Il 1 Cr. Required Grades 9-11
The purpose of this course is to continue the study of algebra and to provide the
foundation for applying algebraic skills to other mathematical and scientific fields.
Topics include linear functions, solving equations, formulas and inequalities, systems of
equations, quadratic functions and equations, the Quadratic Formula, right Triangle
trigonometry, matrices and determinants factoring, functions, and relations, and
preparation for Standardized testing. Application of important algebraic formulas and
concepts will be considered.

Prerequisites: Algebra | and Geometry
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5140 - Algebra Il Honors 1 Cr. Grades 9-11
The purpose of this course is to continue the study of algebra and to provide the
foundation for applying algebraic skills to other mathematical and scientific fields.
Higher order thinking skills and an advanced work ethic are necessary for satisfactory
completion of the honors course. Students who successfully complete this course will
be prepared for entry into Pre-Calculus. Topics include linear functions, systems of
equations and inequalities, quadratic functions, equation and Formula and systems of
equations, functions and relations, trigonometry, matrices and determinants, factoring,
and preparation for Standardized testing. Application of important algebraic formulas
and concepts will be covered.

Prerequisites: “B” in both Algebra | Honors and Geometry Honors; dept. recommendation

5215 —Integrated Math I 1 Cr. Grades 10-12
This course will provide a consolidated preparation with the algebra and geometry
needed to have good success in the college entrance Standardized test. Strong emphasis
will give to readiness for the SAT and ACT tests. Topics to be covered include solving
equations and inequalities, graphing, application linear and quadratic equations and
inequalities, exponents; and systems of equations and inequalities, probability, the
Distance Formula, the Pythagorean Theorem, the Angle Sum Theorem, ratio and
proportions, percent, statistics (mean, median, mode, Box and Whisker Plot) Application
and reasoning will be important considerations in this class.

Prerequisite: “B” in Algebra 2 honors, or Pre-calculus, 3.0 GPA and meet Broward College
DE test criteria.

5217 — College Prep Algebra 1 Cr. Grades 10-12
This course is intended to prepare students for College Algebra. College-bound students
will be here prepared to do well in College Algebra. Topics to be covered include
exponents and logarithms, functions and relations, conics, complex numbers, matrices
and determinants, statistics, solving systems of equations, exponential and logarithmic
equations, and radical equations; the fundamental counting Principle.

Prerequisite: Algebra Il

5410 - College Algebra Honors 0.5 credit Grades 11 —12
This course is intended to prepare students for College Algebra. Upon completion of this
class students are expected to take the CLEP exam, and possibly earn 3 college level
credits by passing it. Topics to be covered include exponents and logarithms, functions
and relations, conics, complex numbers, matrices and determinants, statistics, solving
systems of equations, exponential and logarithmic equations, and radical equations; the
fundamental counting Principle. Time will be given to preparation for the CLEP Exam.
Prerequisite: Pre-calculus, or Algebra 2; teacher recommendation; a willingness to commit
to taking the CLEP Exam

5310 - Pre-Calculus Honors 1 Cr. Grades 10-12
The purpose of this course is to enable students to develop concepts and skills in
advanced algebra, analytic geometry, and trigonometry. Students who successfully
complete this course will be prepared for entry into AP Calculus. Topics include
relations, functions and graphs, trigonometry and trigonometric identities, logarithms,
partial fractions, end behavior, advanced functions and graphing, discrete mathematics,
and introduction to calculus.

Prerequisites: “B” in Geometry Honors and Algebra Il Honors; dept. recommendation.

5420 - Statistics Honors 0.5 Cr. Grades 11-12
This course will assist students in preparation for college math, as it will enable
students to develop an understanding of the basic ideas of statistical reasoning. Topics
include sampling, experiments and measurement, describing and displaying
distributions, relationships, predictions, probability, estimation and significance tests.
Prerequisites: Pre-Calculus or Integrated Math; department recommendation
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5500 - Calculus Honors 1 Cr. Grade 11-12
Calculus is intended for students who are looking for a challenging math class, but are
not sure they are ready for the rigor of AP Calculus; Students entering this course
should be those who are diligent and willing to learn higher level mathematics concepts
and their applications. Although students taking this will not be required to do the AP
Exam, they will be well-prepared for taking Calculus classes offered in college The major
topics will include functions, graphs, limits, continuity, derivatives and their
applications, integrals and their applications.

Prerequisites: “B” or higher in Pre-Calculus; department recommendation

5510 — AP Calculus AB 1 Cr. Grades 11-12
AP Calculus consists of a full academic year of college-level work. Students taking AP
Calculus should have demonstrated mastery of material from courses covering the
equivalent of four full years of high school mathematics, including Algebra |, Geometry,
Algebra 1l, and Pre-calculus. Technology (graphing calculator required for this course)
will be used regularly to reinforce relationships among functions, confirm written work,
implement experimentation, and interpret results. Topics include functions, graphs,
limits, continuity, derivatives and their applications, integrals and their applications.
Summer work may be required.

Prerequisites: “B+” or higher in Pre-Calculus; department recommendation and
application; College credit depends on exam results.

5540 AP Calculus BC 1 Cr. Grades 11-12
Offered alternating years (2011-2012)

A course in AP Calculus consists of a full academic year of college-level work. Students
taking AP Calculus should have demonstrated mastery of material from courses
covering the equivalent of four full years of high school mathematics, including Algebra
I, Geometry, Algebra Il, and Pre-calculus. Technology (graphing calculator required for
this course) will be used regularly to reinforce relationships among functions, confirm
written work, implement experimentation, and interpret results. Topics include
functions, graphs, limits, continuity, derivatives and their applications, integrals and
their applications, polar coordinates, series, and parametric forms. Summer work may
be required.

Prerequisites: “B+” or higher in Pre-Calculus; department recommendation and
application; College credit depends on exam results.
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Physical Education and Health

“And Jesus grew in wisdom and stature, and in favor with God and men.” Luke 2:52
“...your body is a temple of the Holy Spirit, therefore honor God with your body.”
| Corinthians 6:19-20
The vision of the physical education department is to provide activities that allow the
students to develop the knowledge, attitudes, skills, behaviors, and confidence to adopt
and maintain physically active lifestyles, while providing opportunities for enjoyable
physical activity. These activities will enhance the development of Christ-like character
in the student through sportsmanship, integrity, and humble acceptance of physical
gifts and talents. Therefore, the students will develop an appreciation and
responsibility for their bodies as a temple of the Holy Sprit and an attitude of praise
knowing that we are fearfully and wonderfully made.

[Biblical principles are integrated throughout each course.]

6110 — Personal Fitness 0.5 Cr. Required Grade 9-10
The purpose of this course is to acquire knowledge of physical fitness concepts,
understand the influence of lifestyle of health and fitness, and begin to develop an
optimal level of fitness. The content will include safety practices, technology
applications, and assessment of physical and health-related fitness.

6120 —Health 1 0.5 Cr. Required Grades 9-11
The student will develop and enhance critical life management skills necessary to make
sound decisions and take positive actions for healthy and effective living. Content will
include human growth and development, nutrition and physical activity, tobacco,
alcohol, and abuse, consumer knowledge, health-related community resources, safety
education, including one-rescuer cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR), first aid for
obstructed airway and injury prevention, disease prevention and control.

6250 — Weight Training ! 0.5 Cr. Grades 9-12
This beginning course provides the principles and experiential methods of strength
training to improve muscular strength, endurance, and flexibility, in addition to
advanced techniques in strength training and development of exercise programs. The
students will also apply leadership training towards national certification.

6250 — Weight Training Il 0.5 Cr. Grades 9-12
This intermediate course provides the principles and experiential methods of strength
training to improve muscular strength, endurance, and flexibility. This course provides
advanced techniques in strength training and development of exercise programs from
Weight Training |I. The students will also apply leadership training towards national
certification. Prerequisite: Weight Training |

6250 — Weight Training Il 0.5 Cr. Grades 10-12
The purpose of this advanced course is to enable students to develop advanced
knowledge and skills in weight training, further improve muscular strength and
endurance, and further enhance self-image. Prerequisite: Weight Training Il

6250 — Power Weight Training 0.5 Cr. Grades 10-12
This course provides the principles and experiential methods of strength training to
improve muscular strength, endurance, and flexibility. It also provides advanced
techniques in strength training and development of exercise programs from Weight
Training Ill. The students will also apply leadership training towards possible national
certification. Prerequisite: Weight Training |, Il, Il and department approval
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6320 — Team Sports 0.5 Cr. Grades 10-12
The purpose of this course is to enable students to acquire basic knowledge of team
sports play, develop skills in specified team sports, and maintain or improve health-
related fitness.

6400 — Coaching and Sport Management 0.5 Cr. Grades 10-12
This course is designed for students who have an interest in athletics and coaching.
Students will explore the coaching profession and learn the many aspects involved in
coaching youth league and high school sports. The content should include involvement
with intramurals, athletic teams, and physical education classes. Coaching and Sport
Management equips the students with skills and knowledge to prepare them to coach
youth or high school sports successfully.

6410 — Dietetics and Home Management 0.5 Cr. Grades 10-12
The purpose of dietetics and home management is for students to learn and apply
practical and purposeful techniques in sewing, food preparation, nutrition science, and
consumer decisions. Related projects enhance the process, including food labs, sewing
projects, and consumer research. Attention will be given to nutritional science; meal
planning, preparation, and entertaining; stewardship including care of the home and
the physical body as well as clothing; culinary and living space design.

6420 — Sport Injury Management— 0.5 Credit Grades 9-12

This course enables students to develop knowledge of the anatomy and physiology of
the human body impacted by athletic injuries. Students learn procedures and skills
related to the nature, prevention, care, and rehabilitation of athletic injuries.
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Sciences

“His glory covered the heavens and his praise filled the earth.” Habakkuk 3:3b

The sciences at Calvary Christian Academy reflect our awesome Creator in the
principles of excellence and truth. Our goal is that our students are academically and
spiritually challenged to develop a faith in Jesus in today's science-based,
technologically-oriented society. Another goal is to provide an academic environment
where students are stimulated to learn about the world in which they live via a diversity
of methodologies and media. The Bible is our pure and unmovable standard, and the
sciences enhance our understanding of God® creation without replacing or overriding
the truth presented in His Word.

[Biblical principles are integrated throughout each course.]

ALL COURSES ARE TAUGHT AS LAB CLASSES.

7100 — Physical Science 1 Cr. Required Gr. 9
Physical Science is a foundational course focusing on physics and general chemistry
and topics pertaining to Earth science. This course is designed to prepare the student
in the science standards that support high school earth science, chemistry and physics.
Emphasis is placed on the development and application of critical thinking and analysis
skills, proper laboratory techniques, and the math skills needed to succeed in the
science disciplines. This course will also include laboratory experiences to reinforce the
topics covered.

7105 — Earth Science (with Lab) 1 Cr. Grade 9 or 10
Earth Science provides a look atthe core topics of geology, oceanography, and
astronomy. The course is offered for students as an in-depth perspective on God’s
creation, theories of origins and current advances in the earth sciences. The purpose of
this course is to develop critical thinking and laboratory skills that will lay a strong
foundation for science and non-science majors.

Prerequisite: “ B+” in science or department recommendation

7110 - Biology | 1 Cr. Required Grade 9-10
The students’ faith in the Creator in an age of science is reinforced as they examine
undeniable evidence of a Creator through a survey course in cellular biology, genetics,
taxonomy, microbiology, botany, zoology, ecology, and human anatomy. Classes consist
of a mixture of lecture, discussion, and hands-on laboratory activities.

Prerequisites: General or Physical Science or department recommendation

7120 - Biology | Honors 1 Cr. Grade 9-10
This course provides a foundational, in-depth study of processes of life as evidence of
God, the designer and Creator. Lecture, discussion, and laboratory experience are
employed to expand and reinforce the students’ understanding of cellular biology,
biochemistry, Mendelian and cellular genetics including molecular basis of heredity and
diversity, taxonomy, microbiology, biotechnologies, botany, zoology, ecology, and
human anatomy. This course is foundational for all Advanced Placement sciences.
Prerequisites: “A” average in 8t grade Science, department recommendation

7130 — AP Biology 1 Cr. Grades 11-12
Our advanced placement college courses will prepare students to have a faith in Jesus
in an age of science by evaluating college-level biology, chemistry, and physics from a
purely biblical perspective. Students will examine the underlying scientific observations
and findings in light of both the naturalistic and Christian worldviews. Students will
develop a reasonable understanding and defense of their faith in light of contemporary
scientific discoveries. Students will utilize textbooks and conduct laboratory exercises
which are currently in use by local and national universities. Summer work may be
required. Prerequisite: “A” in Biology honors, “B+” in Chemistry honors, co- or pre-
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requisite of Anatomy & Physiology (1 sem.) and department recommendation — application
process required. College credit depends on exam results.

Human Anatomy & Physiology Honors 0.5 Cr. Grades 11-12
This course may be an elective, but is also a co-requisite or pre-requisite for students
taking AP Biology. This course is a balanced introduction to human anatomy and
physiology. Topics will include but not be limited to: anatomical terminology, cells and
tissues, systems of the body disease and inheritance. The lab component of this course
complements and augments the descriptive material and will provide students with
exploratory activities in structures and functions of the human body.
Prerequisite: “B” in Biology; this course is also required prior to or with AP Biology.

7210 — Environmental Science 0.5 Cr. Grades 10-12
With an increased public awareness of environmental concerns, students’ faith in Jesus
in an age of science will be needed to wisely discuss and carry-out actions with regards
to environmental issues. During this course students will conduct a survey of
ecological, sociological, and economic topics that are directly related to the function and
stability of our environment. A special emphasis will be placed on examining the public
concerns with the Everglades ecosystem and unique environments of south Florida.

7220 — Marine Sciencel 0.5 Cr. Grades 10-12
Students will study the beauty and intricacy within the aquatic realm of God’s creation,
which will result in His name being magnified and the students’ faith being bolstered in
an age of science. During this survey of the earth’s ocean and estuaries, students will
examine basic concepts in physical, chemical, geological and biological oceanography.
A special emphasis will be placed on studying the interactions between coral, sea grass,
and mangrove ecosystems in south Florida.

7310 — Chemistry I 1 Cr. Grades 10-12
A student’s faith in Jesus in an age of science will grow as they are introduced to the
foundational concepts of chemistry, including: atomic structure, bonding,
stoichiometry, nomenclature, kinetic theory, solutions, equilibrium, thermodynamics,
acid-base chemistry, electrochemistry, organic and biochemistry, and nuclear
chemistry. Classes consist of a mixture of lectures, discussions, and hands-on
laboratory activities. Prerequisite: Biology and Algebra |

7320 — Chemistry | Honors 1 Cr. Grade 10-11
The purpose of this course is to study the composition, properties, and changes
associated with matter and their applications while developing an understanding of the
complexity of God’s material universe. The content should include, but not be limited to
the following: the nature of science; matter: its classification, structure, and changes;
atomic theory, the periodic table, dynamics of energy, and the chemistry of life.
Prerequisite: “B+" in both Biology Hon. and math, with teacher recommendation.

7330 — AP Chemistry 1 Cr. Grades 11-12
As with AP Biology, this course is designed with the science major in mind. Covering all
aspects of introductory college chemistry, it nevertheless keeps the CCA science
department’s focus on making disciples through an in-depth approach to problem
solving and analysis of the chemical world God has made around us. The course will
provide a study of the facts, principles, and processes of chemistry as well as the
collection, interpretation, and formulation of hypotheses from available data with the
intention to earn a passing grade of 3 or better on the AP Chemistry Examination.
Summer work may be required.

Prerequisite: “A” in Chemistry honors, “B+” in Algebra 1 or higher math; department
recommendation; application process required. College credit depends on exam results.
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7410 — Physics 1 Cr. Grades 10-12
Physics offers both the college preparatory and general track student an opportunity to
become familiar with God® laws of the universe and the interactions of matter, energy,
and the mechanical forces we seeall around us. Topics will include kinematics,
dynamics, energy work, heat, thermodynamics, wave properties, electricity and
magnetism, light and nuclear physics. By studying God’s unique plans and purposes
in what is properly called “the fundamental science” This course will have less
emphasis on math than Honors Physics. Laboratory work includes the scientific
method, use of equipment and safety procedures for physics experimentation.
Pre-requisite: “B” in Chemistry, Algebra Il

7420 — Physics | Honors 1 Cr. Grades 11-12
This upper-level physics provides students with an introduction to God® laws and
theories that govern our universe, and the interaction of matter, energy and mechanical
forces, with an emphasis on the mathematical theories and problem solving of physics.
Topics will include kinematics, dynamics, energy work, heat, thermodynamics, wave
properties, electricity and magnetism, light and nuclear physics with and emphasis on
problem solving and laboratory technique. Laboratory work includes the scientific
method, proper use of equipment and safety procedures for hands on physics
experimentation.

Prerequisite: “B+” in Algebra Il and Chemistry and department recommendation
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Social Studies

“All the nations you have made will come and worship before you, O Lord; they will bring
glory to your name. For you are great and do marvelous deeds.” Psalm 86:9-10

History is really “His Story.” From creation to the fall, to the flood, to the dispersion
throughout the earth, to the selection of Abraham and his descendants from whom
Christ came into the world, God has orchestrated His plan with a singular purpose:
“Look unto me, and be ye saved, all the ends of the earth: for | am God, and there is
none else.” (Isaiah 45:22). All rule and authority come from Him, including current
world governments. What leaders and nations do with the God-given power and
authority is their choice, but God does hold them accountable.

[Biblical principles are integrated throughout each course.]

8100 — Foundations of American History 0.5 Cr. Grades 9-10
Students will read and investigate the amazing miracles and distinctive hand of God in
the discovery, founding, and establishment of our country. Primary text books used will
be Peter Marshall’s Light and Glory and Sea to Shining Sea. This course is a
requirement for AP and DE US History to be taken prior to or concurrently with those
courses. THIS COURSE IS A GRADUATION REQUIREMENT STARTING WITH THE CLASS
OF 2013.

8101 — Foundations of American History Honors 0.5 Cr. Required Grades 9-12
Students will read and investigate the amazing miracles and distinctive hand of God in
the discovery, founding, and establishment of our country. Primary text books used will
be Peter Marshall's Light and Glory, Sea to Shining Sea., and Sounding Forth the
Trumpet. This course is an advanced level course which will add significant research
and outside reading to the regular class load. This course is a requirement for AP
and DE US History and to be taken prior to or concurrently with them.

Prerequisite: “B” in US 8th Gr. Honors

8105 - World Geography 0.5 Cr. Required Grades 9-12
Students will learn the geographical characteristics, area relationships, and major
problems of the world’s diverse regions. The underlying theme is to explain how and
why geographic factors create global contrasts. Special emphasis will be placed on how
the world has become more interdependent as complex economic systems have evolved
with regional specialization. This course is a requirement for AP and DE US History
to be taken prior to or concurrently with them. THIS COURSE BECOMES A
GRADUATION REQUIREMENT STARTING WITH THE CLASS OF 2013.

8110-A - World Geography Honors 0.5 Cr. Grades 9-12
Students will learn the geographical characteristics, area relationships, and major
problems of the world’s diverse regions. The underlying theme is to explain how and
why geographic factors create global contrasts. Special emphasis will be placed on how
the world has become more interdependent as complex economic systems have evolved
with regional specialization. This course is an advanced American Government course
which will add significant research and outside reading to the regular class load.

This course is a requirement for AP and DE US History and to be taken prior to or
concurrently with those courses.

Prerequisite: “B” in US 8t Gr. Honors

8110 —World History 1 Cr. Required Grade 9-10
This course is a survey of world history from creation to the beginning of the 21st
century with an emphasis on the relationship between Christians and the world®
political systems. Religious studies will focus on our western Judeo-Christian heritage,
while also surveying the contributions of Asian, African, and Latin American cultures.
The content examines how individuals have used their God-given talents in the fields of
literature, art, music, and science to further the kingdom. Through this course,
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students will discover that our God has had His hand on all of history and that He is
the Lord of Nations.

8130 — DE Western Civilization A .5 Cr. (EUH1000) Grade 10-12
A historical survey of Western culture is presented from its roots in the ancient Near
East to the beginning of the modern period in the 17th century. The approach is that of
social history which examines the socio-economic, intellectual, political and other
cultural forces which have shaped Western civilization. This is a college level course.
The grade earned in this course will become part of your college GPA. Summer
work may be required.

Prerequisite: “B” in Found. of Am. Hist. Honors or Geography Honors or Department
approval; 3.0 GPA; and meet Broward College DE test criteria

8135 — DE Western Civilization B .5 Cr. (EUH1001) Grade 10-12
This course surveys the major political, social, economic, cultural and international
developments that shaped Western Civilization from the early 17th century to the 21st
century. Major topics include the evolution of the European nation-state the emergence
and consequences of modern political ideologies, and the roles of revolution, war
industrialization and technological innovations in a era that saw Europe achieve and
then lose world hegemony. This is a college level course. The grade earned in this
course will become part of your college GPA.

Prerequisite: DE West. Civ. 1000, 3.0 GPA and meet Broward College DE test criteria

8210 — U.S. History 1 Cr. Required Grade 11
Students will examine events, people, places, culture, and historical themes from the
discovery of America to the present. The main events will provide the framework to
examine political, intellectual, military, economic, and social development. The
unigueness of American government, the Constitution, and the development of the free
enterprise system will be investigated. Although the emphasis will be on the post-
Reconstruction period, outside reading will provide an in-depth look at the Colonial
period and the Revolutionary War. The Civil War will be presented as the ultimate test
of the ideals of America. Prerequisite: World History

8240 — DE U.S. History 1 Cr. Grade 11-12
This course is an advanced U.S. History course which will add significant research and
outside reading to the regular class load. It can also provide Dual Enrollment college
credit at BCC for those who complete the course with a “C” average or higher. This is a
college level course. The grade earned in this course will become part of your
college GPA. Summer work may be required.

Prerequisite: “B” in DE Western Civ. or “A” in World History Honors or department
approval; 3.0 GPA and meet Broward College DE test criteria

8250 - AP U.S. History 1 Cr. Grade 11-12
This course is in addition to the general U. S. History course objectives stated above. It
will examine the progression of the political, economic, diplomatic, social, and cultural
history of the United States. The content will include the following: review of U.S.
history prior to 1877; time-space relationships; significant events and trends in the
development of the United States’ culture and institutions; impact of expansion on the
United States; the changing role of the U.S. Constitution; political, social, and economic
conflicts and solutions; technological and urban transformation of the United States;
changes in lifestyles of the United States citizens; changes in United States foreign
policy from regional to global; cyclical characteristics of the United States economic
development; and contemporary domestic and foreign issues that affect the United
States. Both factual material and historic interpretations are covered in order to
provide an understanding of the linkages among events. Significant outside reading is
required.
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This course prepares students to take the AP exam in U.S. History. Summer work may
be required.

Prerequisite: “B” in DE Western Civ or in AP European History or Department approval.
College credit depends on AP exam results.

8300 - AP European History 1 cr. Gr. 10-12
This course surveys the major political, social, economic, cultural and international
developments that shaped Western Civilization from the early 17th century to the 21st
century. Major topics include the evolution of the European nation-state the emergence
and consequences of modern political ideologies and the roles of revolution, war
industrialization and technological innovations in a era that saw Europe achieve and
then lose world hegemony. Both factual material and historic interpretations are
covered in order to provide an understanding of the linkages among events. Significant
outside reading is required. This course prepares students to take the AP exam in
European History. Summer work may be required.

Prerequisite: “A” in Honors Foundations and Honors World Geography, department
recommendation. College credit depends on AP exam results.

8410 — American Government 0.5 Cr. Required Grade 12
This course will give an historical perspective of the phases of government through an
analysis of all branches of American government and the Constitution. A strong
scriptural foundation for law and government and the influence of Christianity in early
America will set the stage for a comprehensive analysis of the free market economy,
governmental policy, and taxation. Cultural aspects to include interest groups, mass
media, and American political behavior will be studied to further prepare our students
to be discerning Christian leaders and citizens.

8420 — American Government Honors 0.5 Cr. Grade 12
This course will give an historical perspective of the phases of government through an
analysis of all branches of American government and the Constitution. A strong
scriptural foundation for law and government and the influence of Christianity in early
America will set the stage for a comprehensive analysis of the free market economy,
governmental policy, and taxation. Cultural aspects to include interest groups, mass
media, and American political behavior will be studied to further prepare our students
to be discerning Christian leaders and citizens.

Prerequisite: “B” in DE U.S. History or in AP U.S.

8510 — Sociology 0.5 Cr. Grade 10-12
Through the study of sociology, students acquire an understanding of group interaction
and its impact on individuals in order that they may have a greater awareness of the
beliefs, values, and behavior patterns of others. In an increasingly interdependent
world, students will learn to recognize how group behavior affects both the individual
and society. The content will include methods of study employed by sociologists, social
institutions and norms, social classes, relationships between the sexes, racial and
ethnic groups, societal determinants, group behavior, socialization process, including
the transmission of group behavior and social deviation.

8515 — Psychology 0.5 Cr. Grades 10-12
This course will cover general themes, theories, and theorists from the perspective of
secular psychology to give CCA students an orientation to the prevailing philosophy.
This will be contrasted with various Christian and biblical counseling models with an
emphasis on biblical purism. The intent of the course is to instill in our students the
primacy of scriptural truths and principals for impacting and improving people’s
adjustment to and healing from life’s conflicts and issues.
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8520 — DE Psychology 0.5 Cr. Grades 11-12
This course will cover general themes, theories, and theorists from the perspective of
secular psychology to give CCA students an orientation to the prevailing philosophy.
This will be contrasted with various Christian and biblical counseling models with an
emphasis on biblical purism. The intent of the course is to instill in our students the
primacy of scriptural truths and principals for impacting and improving people’s
adjustment to and healing from life’s conflicts and issues. A variety of assessment
methods will be employed, and in addition to the text, outside source material will be
required reading. This is a college level course. The grade earned in this course will
become part of your college GPA. Summer work may be required.

Prerequisite: 3.0 GPA and meet Broward College DE test criteria

Technology

"Everything is permissible for me, but not everything is beneficial. Everything is

The role of technology at Calvary Christian Academy is to empower students to glorify
God spiritually, academically, and socially by preparing them to effectively use today’s
technology to communicate, analyze, and evaluate information. The responsible use of
technology is a powerful representation of one’s witness in Jesus Christ. As such, a
student’s use of technology must be in a manner characterized by honesty and integrity
as a follower of Him. It is the desire of everyone at CCA that all of our students
effectively use the powerful resources of technology to make wise decisions. We are
blessed to offer a diverse selection of courses that reflect the continuing change of
technology and enhance the individual gifts of students.
[Biblical principles are integrated throughout each course.]

9010 - Computer Applications 0.5 Cr. Required Grades 9-10
Students will review and expand on the basics of word processing, spreadsheets, and
presentations. The class will place an emphasis on developing proficiency with
computer applications to be used as communication tools for enhancing personal and
professional skills in an information-based society. Students may test out of this
required class.

9020 — Computing for College 0.5 Cr. Grades 10-11
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The purpose of this course is to prepare students for the technology world they will face
in college. The class will utilize many of the virtual tools used on college campuses
today, while showing students how to use productivity software for real life needs such
as research, college term papers, presentations, statistical analysis, and off site
collaboration.

9110 — Computer Aided Design | 0.5 Cr. Grades 9-12
The course will introduce students to computer-generated design. Students will
demonstrate an understanding of a CAD program by creating, representing, and
interpreting ideas through drawing. Prerequisite; Computer Applications or exam and
department approval.

9120 — Computer Aided Design Il 0.5 Cr. Grades 9-12
This course expands the scope of skills acquired in CAD I. Students will render floor
plans as well as “two” and “three” dimensional designs based upon numerical data,
observation, and creative ability. Emphasis is placed on vertex shading, bump mapping,
and photo realistic renderings. Prerequisite: Computer Aided Design |

9130 — Computer Aided Design Il 0.5 Cr. Grades 10-12
CAD | and CAD Il focuses on the tools and applications of Computer Aided Design.
CAD Il focuses on real world design issues, primarily through team production and
project design. Students will use virtual design to tackle “real world” projects including
building construction, church plants, and manufacturing.

Prerequisite: Computer Aided Design Il

9140 — Computer Programming 1A 0.5 Cr. Grades 9-12
This class will cover basic computer programming concepts and techniques. Concepts
will include the development and use of programming language(s), sequential and
logical problem solving, algorithms and flowcharts, writing, testing, and debugging
computer programs, and the ethical, social, and historical implications of
programming. This class will utilize the 3-D animation software “Alice” to demonstrate
and instruct these concepts and techniques.

Prerequisite: Computer Applications or exam, and Algebra | and Geometry

9145 — Computer Programming 1B 0.5 Cr. Grades 9-12
This class will build upon the concepts and techniques from Computer Programming
IA. Particular focus will be on the development and use of a specific programming
language including its syntax, vocabulary, and data structures. Writing, testing, and
debugging computer programs using this language will be core. This class will develop
these concepts and techniques using the programming language Python with examples
in game development. Additional programming languages will be examined as well.
Prerequisite: Computer Programming 1 and department approval

9150 — Computer Programming 2 Honors 1.0 Cr. Grades 10-12
This course introduces the Java language, which has become the standard for the
World Wide Web. Students will be introduced to the syntax of the language through pre-
written programs. Students will be asked to edit as well as debug programs. Students
will learn how to write programs using JAVA through the use of variables, data types,
loops, arrays and vectors, applets, multithreading and animation and graphical user
interfaces. Hands-on programming will be strongly emphasized throughout the course.
Prerequisite: “A” in Computer Programming 1 and department approval

9210 — Web Design 1A 0.5 Cr. Grades 9-12
This course is designed to introduce students to the basics of web design. Students will
use Dreamweaver to design and maintain a working web page as they learn the
fundamentals of web design, HTML, and layout.

Prerequisite: Computer Applications or exam
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9215 — Web Design 1B 0.5 Cr. Grades 9-12
The purpose of this course is to enable students to plan, develop, and publish a well-
designed web site that combines effective navigation with appropriate use of graphics,
text, color, and sound. This course lays the foundation for producing web-ready
communications. Students will explore and develop web-ready graphics and animation
using Flash and Fireworks. Prerequisite: Web Design 1A

9220 — Web Design Il 1 Cr. Grades 10-12
This course will build on the foundational skills established in Web Design 1B.
Students will walk through the planning, design, and development steps required for a
professional web site as they interact with either a “real” or “mock client” to produce
web content for an identified purpose. Prerequisite: Web Design 1B

9230 — Web Design Ill Honors 1Cr. Grades 11-12
(offered in 2011-2012)

This course will focus on Web site management including Web site promotion, utilizing
advanced CSS and templates to effectively manage a site, and the integration of
multimedia and databases. Prerequisite: Web Design Il

9250 —Introduction to Networking and Hardware 0.5 Cr. Grades 10-12
The purpose of this course is to gain a firm understanding of computer mechanics,
hardware, and operating system fundamentals and applications. All components of
modern desktop/ server configurations will be discussed, demonstrated, and worked
with during lab. Second Quarter will involve going under the hood of the Windows XP
operating system, including the registry, setup and installation, and configuration. This
course is the first in a set of classes that will equip students to pass one of several
current certification exams offered by Microsoft, thereby potentially earning a
designation of excellence and competency widely recognized in the IT industry.
Prerequisite: Computer Applications or exam
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
