Our Bible cu rr icu lum is based on the model of the church as seen in 
Acts 1:8. In Acts 1:8, Jesus tells h is disciples that  once they receive the 
power of the Holy Spir it , they will become witnesses who take the gospel 
in to the ent ire wor ld. Our students are in the process of prepar ing to 
move ou t  in to college and their  careers. As they focus on their  
responsibil ity as disciples and ministers of Chr ist  to pu t  their  faith in to 
act ion, they will examine and make cer tain of their  call, pu rpose, and 
du ty through t rain ing in the gifts and talents God has given them.  
 

Bible Requi rem ent s 
St uden t s m ust  t ak e t he fol lowing courses i n  t he grade i ndi cat ed. 

(1 fu l l  credi t  of  Bi ble for  each  year  i n  at t endance at  CCA) 
  
1110 – St udy i ng t he Bi ble   0 .5 Cr .   Requi red 0900400           Grade 9  
This course develops an  understanding of the basic pr inciples of Biblical in terpretat ion 
and study of God’s Word.  Students wil l demonstrate the abil ity to observe, in terpret , 
and apply biblical passages independent ly.  In  addit ion the students wil l use these 
sk il ls in  the study of Chr ist ian Doctr ines. 
 
1150 – Old Test am ent  Survey    0 .5 Cr . Requi r ed    2109390            Grade 9      
This course is designed to give freshmen an overview of the Bible to help them in  
understanding the biblical context  before they study selected passages.  The student  
wil l see the flow of h istory from creat ion to the in ter -testament  per iod.  They wil l ident ify 
the key people, places and themes covered in  the Old Testament .  
 
1170 – Chr i st  i n  t he Old Test am ent    0 .5  Cr .   Requi r ed                      Grade 10           
The course provides inst ruct ion in  the study of the Old Testament  as it  serves as a 
typological indicator  of a greater  covenant . Students are gu ided on a tour  which  leads 
them to appreciate the nature of the Chr ist ian  gospel as it  is presented in  the Old 
Testament  through typological examples and prophecies. Student  wil l  explore the claim 
that  the Old Testament  test ifies of Jesus.  
 
1120 – New Test am en t  Survey   0.5  Cr .   Requi r ed                          Grade 10           
This course is designed to give the student  an overview of the l ife of Chr ist  and the ear ly 
church age. Students wil l learn the most  impor tant  biblical events from just  pr ior  to the 
bir th  of Chr ist  (around 4 B.C.) to 95 A.D. They wil l ident ify the key people, places and 
themes covered in  the New Testament .  
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1130 – Chr i st i an  Wor ldvi ew   0 .5  Cr .   Requi r ed                                  Grade 11  
This course wil l challenge students explore the var ious assumpt ions and beliefs that  
shape how people l ive and th ink .  The goal is for  the students to gain insight  and 
perspect ive as they bu ild their  biblical Chr ist ian wor ldview and become bet ter  able to 
defend what  they believe when tested by others. 
 
1135 – Wor ld Rel i gi ons &  Bi ble Doct r i nes   0 .5  Cr .   Requi red                   Grade 11  
Students wil l develop a Chr ist ian  Wor ldview based on fundamental doct r ines of the 
Chr ist ian faith  and how that  in fluences one’s thoughts, words, and act ions.  One’s 
understanding of Biblical “t ru th” is ant ithet ical of the religious tolerat ion  movement  of 
the twenty-first  century; the study of other  religions in  compar ison  to Biblical doct r ine 
wil l help to shape a foundat ion of t ru th for  the students to bu ild their  l i fe upon. 
 
1137 – DE Wor ld Rel i gi ons   .5  Cr .     (REL 2300)        Grade 11  
The purpose of th is course is to in t roduce the major  religions of the wor ld and examine 
how they wil l compare to the Chr ist ian faith .  A br ief overview of the or igin, development  
and h istory of each religion wil l lead in to a deeper  analysis of core belief and pract ices.  
Major  philosophical and metaphysical quest ions wil l be discussed.  An emphasis wil l be 
given to the uniqueness of Chr ist ian ity and the the Lordship of Jesus Chr ist . Absolu te 
t ru th vs. relat ivism; Hindu ism, Buddhism, Islam, Judaism, and Taoism are studied. 
Th i s i s a col lege level  course and m eet s t he J r . sem est er  Bi ble requi r em ent . 
Prerequisites: “B+”  in Bible, Dept. recommendation, 3.0 GPA, and meet Brow ard College 
DE test criteria 
 
1140 –  Fam i l y  and Mar r i age   0 .5 Cr .    Requi red     2108300              Grade 12  
The purpose of th is cou rse is to equ ip students with personal st rategies for  promot ing 
godliness in  their  families, by specifically focusing on marr iage, paren t ing, and the 
sanct ity of all  human life. Students wil l be exposed to typical issues that  most  spouses 
and parents are forced to confront  as they at tempt  to establish  healthy marr iages and 
families. Biblical teachings, exist ing research, and cur rent  techniques wil l be reviewed, 
with the goal of aiding each student  in  their  development  of a personal st rategy for  
dealing with these areas whenever  confronted by them. 
 
1141 - Apologet i cs - 0 .5 Cr .   Requi red                                   Grade 12  
This course wil l in t roduce students to basic arguments for  and against  Chr ist ian ity. In 
addit ion, the students wil l have thought  through their  own views of God and the nature 
of the universe. Subjects covered wil l include a summary of the biblical message, 
specific evidence for  the Chr ist  who is presented in  the Bible, var ious philosophical 
concepts as they apply to apologet ics, and a close examinat ion of the problem of evil.

Bible Elect i ves – 0 .5  credi t s: 
 
1178 – Godly  Play    0 .5  Cr .    0500940   Grades 9-12      
This course is designed to teach students the techniques of th is min ist ry resource for  
ou treach and to use it  to teach students in  the elementary school. Students wil l be able 
to share Bible stor ies and act ivit ies in  a creat ive and engaging manner  that  wil l min ister  
to ch ildren of all ages. 
 
1179 – ING - I n f luenci ng t he Next  Generat i on    0 .5 Cr .              Grades 11-12  
The in tent  of th is course is for  student  mentorship in  In fluencing the Next  Generat ion �  
"I.N.G.”   This course is designed to create an  environment  for  h igh school students in  
var ious venues to mentor  middle school students spir itually, academically and socially.  
Learn ing wil l cu lminate in  a class field t r ip at  the end of the semester , where the h igh 
school mentor  and child wil l share the benefits gained from th is class. 
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1185 – Sen i or  Mi n i st r y  and Career  I n t ernsh i p  0 .5 Cr . 1700380         Grade 12   
This course is a senior  pract icum in which students wil l choose a min ist ry to be 
involved for  a semester  in ternship. The students wil l take a number  of assessments, 
quest ionnaires, and surveys to discover  the God-given talents, gifts and personality that  
wil l aid them in discern ing their  place in  the body of Chr ist .  Students wi l l keep a daily 
log of their  exper iences and wil l wr ite a summary repor t  of the in ternship.  
Approval needs to be obtained f rom the Student Discipleship Director. 
 
1200 - Im pact   1  Cr .                    Grades 10  - 12  
The Impact  Course is designed for  student  involvement  in  providing direct ion of our  
h igh school spir itually through campus life assemblies, upper  rooms, qu iet  t imes, 
corporate worship services and community ou treaches.  The students wil l go through 
serving, par t icipat ing in  the presentat ions, creat ing, organizing, implement ing, and 
eventually leading in  the h igh school chapel and spir itual l i fe program.

Ar t s and Medi a 

“As each one has received a gif t, minister it to one another, as good stewards  
of  the manifold grace of God.”   I Peter 4:10 

 
Our  God is an  awesome and creat ive God!  In  fact , He has set  the standard for  all 
ar t ist ry and creat ivity.  Colossians 3:23 tells us that , “Whatever you do, do it  hear t i ly, 
as if for  the Lord, and not  for  men.”  Because the ar ts are so diverse, th is verse applies 
per fect ly!  Whatever  we do: whether  it  be in terpret ing Scr iptu re or  por t raying our  scenes 
in  Theatre, or  singing praise songs and learn ing inst rumental music techniques in  
Choir  and Band, we shou ld st r ive to per form as if for  the Lord.  This also applies to 
Dance, where we glor ify God through the beauty of movement ; and Visual Ar ts, where 
an ar ray of projects br ings beauty to the wor ld.  At  CCA, we honor  God not  simply by 
u t i l izing our  natural talents, bu t  by st r iving for  excellence by constant ly learn ing and 
improving upon them.

Ar t  
 
2110 – Ar t  I  – Drawi ng    0 .5 Cr .      Grades 9-12   
This course is pr imar ily a foundat ional drawing class. It  st resses drawing as the basis 
of the visual th ink ing requ ired for  all  ar t  processes. The emphasis is to teach the 
average or  the exper ienced ar t  student  how to sharpen their  ar t ist ic percept ion by 
engaging the r ight -hemisphere of the brain. This st ructu red course follows basic 
exercises designed to help the student  develop their  drawing and observat ion sk il ls. 
Students are taught  how to perceive visual st imu li and t ranslate it  in to an ar t  form. 
They wil l explore a var iety of drawing mediums which include, bu t  are not  l imited to 
pastel, charcoal, colored pencil, pencil, ink , marker , conte, etc.   This class does not 
require previous draw ing experience, but is a prerequisite for Art II and III. 
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2120 – Ar t  I  – Pai n t i ng     0 .5 Cr .       Grades 9-12                  
This course bu ilds on the student ’s drawing and observat ional sk il ls developed in  Ar t  I - 
Drawing, while expanding their  realm of exper ience with different  pain t ing mediums.  
Students wil l explore theory and develop sk il ls in  tempera, watercolor , and acrylic 
mediums. We will apply a var iety of techniques, sk il ls and styles to enhance their  
ar twork  including paint ing sur face preparat ion, color  mixing, glazing, washes. 
Prerequisite: Art I – Draw ing 
 
2130 – Ar t  I I     1  Cr .        Grades 10-12 
This course is designed for  students expressly displaying a desire to cont inue their  ar t  
educat ion and bu ild on previous sk il ls and knowledge acqu ired in  Ar t  I. Students wil l 
explore two and three dimensional ar t  forms. Students wil l  gain a deeper  understanding 
of design concepts, pr inciples and techniques, while expanding their  realm of 
exper ience with a var iety of mediums.  
Prerequisites: Art I (Draw ing and Painting) or two semesters of Art 
 
2135 – Ar t  I I I     1  Cr .                       Grades 11-12 
A var iety of ar t / design projects by students from grades 9-12 wil l be worked, cr it iqued 
and polished for  por t folio.  Projects include watercolor , oil, monopr int , acrylic, gouache. 
clay, drawing, collage, etc.  Projects wil l be featu red in  an ar t  show put  together  by the 
students at  the end of the year .          
Prerequisites:  Art I – Draw ing, Art I – Painting, Art II and department recommendation. 
 
2140 – Ar t  I I I  Honors    1  Cr .      Grades 11-12 
Students who are ser ious about  pursu ing an ar t / design career  wil l study in  a 
master / apprent ice relat ionship in  a two year  AP program in  which th is is the first  par t .  
Encouragement  of student ’s talents and gifts wil l  be emphasized.  A specialized por t folio 
wil l be created for  submission at  the end of the second year  to the Advanced Placement  
(AP) College Board. 
Prerequisites: department recommendation. 
  
2150 – AP St udi o Ar t     1  Cr .      Grades 11-12 
Students who are ser ious about  pursu ing an ar t / design career  wil l study in  a 
master / apprent ice relat ionship in  a two year  program in which th is is the second par t .  
An in ternship-like or  professional applicat ion of student ’s talents and gifts wil l be 
emphasized.  A specialized por t folio wil l be created for  submission at  the end of the 
second year  to the Advanced Placement  (AP) College Board. 
Prerequisites: Art 3 AP Honors and department recommendation. 
 
2160 – Desi gn  1   1  Cr . (2-D Computer  Graphics)    Grades 9-12  
Students from grades 9-12 wil l concentrate on  PAD (Pencil Aided Design) and CAD 
(Computer -Aided Design) to learn pr inciples, h istory, and applicat ions of 2D design. 
Adobe Photoshop, as wel l as 3D programs, are u t i l ized. Object ives include the designing 
of simple layouts, a personal logo, pr in ted brochures, and in t roduct ion to 3D design. 
 
2170 – Desi gn  2   1  Cr . (3-D Computer  Graphics)    Grades 9-12  
Students from grades 11-12 wil l concentrate on PAD (Pencil Aided Design) and CAD 
(Computer -Aided Design) to learn pr inciples of 3D design.  Au todesk ’s Alias Maya is 
pr imar ily u t i l ized along with Photoshop. Object ives include the creat ion  of simple 3D 
scenes such as a conceptual car  design, a scu lptu ral logo, an industr ial product , a 
figure, as well as a shor t  an imated fi lm.   
 
2175 - Ceram i cs/ Pot t ery       0.5 cr .        Grades 9-12  
The purpose for  th is cou rse is to in t roduce basic hand modeling techniques in  clay. 
Students wil l exper ience the different  stages of clay, recognizing the clay proper t ies and 
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l imitat ions. Students wil l have oppor tunity to bu ild var ious funct ional &  non funct ional 
pieces of pot tery and learn use of the k iln . 
 

Theat re 
 
2210 - Dram a I    1  Cr .       Grades 9-12       
This course is designed to enable students to develop fundamental sk il ls in  the mult iple 
elements of theatre while applying biblical pr inciples to th is collaborat ive ar t . Course 
content  wil l include a survey of act ing and character izat ion, movement  and vocal 
product ion, pantomime and improvisat ion, theat re terminology, scr ipt  elements, theatre 
h istory and in fluences, technical theatre and design, theatre product ion, ar t ist ic 
discipline, audience et iquet te, roles and characters in  theatre ar ts and the relat ionship 
between theatre ar ts and other  subject  areas. This course may requ ire students to 
par t icipate in  ou tside rehearsals and per formances beyond the school day.    
 
2220 – Act i ng I I    1  Cr .        Grades 10-12     
This course is designed to enable students to cont inue to develop basic act ing sk il ls and 
in tegrate them into individual and ensemble theatr ical per formances while applying 
biblical pr inciples to their  craft . Course content  includes fu r ther  development  in  act ing 
techniques and character  analysis, movement  and vocal product ion, pantomime and 
improvisat ion, theatre terminology, theatr ical forms, h istor ical and cu ltu ral in fluences, 
scr ipt  analysis and select ion, technical elements, role of the director , ar t ist ic discipline, 
audience et iquet te, roles and careers, audit ion ing, cast ing, and résumés. This course 
requ ires students to par t icipate in  ou tside rehearsals and per formances. 
Prerequisite: Drama I or department recommendation. 
 
2230 – Com prehensi ve Theat re I I I  Honors   1  Cr .   Grades 11-12     
This course wil l enable students to develop and synthesize in termediate-level elements 
of theatre ar ts in to final product ion using var ied media, techniques, and processes 
while applying biblical pr inciples in to their  craft . Course content  wil l include act ing and 
character izat ion, improvisat ion, theatre terminology, h istor ical, cu ltu ral, and societal 
in fluences, analysis and evaluat ion of dramat ic l i teratu re, movement  and vocal 
product ion, technical theatre and design, playwr it ing sk il ls, theatre ar ts personnel, 
publicity, ar t ist ic discipl ine, audience et iquet te, roles of the director , audit ion ing and 
cast ing, product ion management  techniques, and roles and careers. This course 
requ ires students to par t icipate in  ou tside rehearsals, per formances, and product ion  
responsibil i t ies beyond the school day.  
Prerequisites: Acting II, audition, department recommendation 
 
2240 – Com prehensi ve Theat re IV Honors   1  Cr .   Grades 11-12     
This course wil l enable students to develop and synthesize more advanced level 
elements of theatre ar ts in to final product ion  using var ied media, techniques, and 
processes while applying biblical pr inciples in to their  craft . Course content  wil l include 
act ing and character izat ion, improvisat ion, theatre terminology, h istor ical, cu ltu ral, and 
societal in fluences, analysis and evaluat ion  of dramat ic l i teratu re, technical theatre and 
design, playwr it ing sk il ls, theatre ar ts personnel, publicity, ar t ist ic discipline, audience 
et iquet te, direct ing, audit ion ing and cast ing, product ion management  techniques, and 
others. This course requ ires students to par t icipate in  ou tside rehearsals, 
per formances, and product ion responsibil i t ies beyond the school day.  
Prerequisites: Acting III, or audition, department recommendation 
 
2250 – St agecraf t  I    1  Cr .       Grades 9 - 12  
This course wil l enable students to develop fundamental sk il ls in  stagecraft  and apply 
them through pract ical exper iences. Students wil l learn a var iety of applicat ions 
including: terminology, safety, elements of technical theatre, t rends in  design, l ight ing, 
and sound as well as career  oppor tunit ies. 
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Musi c 
 
2310 – Band I     1  Cr .       Grades 9-12  
This course is designed to enable students to develop basic technical sk i l ls on  wind or  
percussion  inst ruments through the study and per formance of h igh  school band 
literatu re. Emphasis wil l be placed on  the development  of sk il ls in  in terpretat ion of 
notat ion and expressive mark ings, individual and ensemble per formance, and cr it ical 
l istening.  The content  shou ld include the following: technical sk il ls; individual and 
ensemble techniques; music l iteracy; sight  reading and ear  t rain ing; elements of music; 
improvisat ion; per formance analysis; role and in fluence of inst rumental music and 
musicians; connect ions between music and other  subject  areas; inst rument  care and 
maintenance; and, par t icipat ion in  music act ivit ies. 
Prerequisite: Audition; Private instruction is encouraged. 
 
2320 – Band I I    1  Cr .       Grades 10-12     
This course is designed to enable students to develop in termediate-level technical sk il ls 
on wind or  percussion inst ruments through the study and per formance of h igh school 
band literatu re. Emphasis wil l be placed on the development  of sk il ls in  in terpretat ion  
of notat ion and expressive mark ings, individual and ensemble per formance, and cr it ical 
l istening.  The content  wil l include: techn ical sk il ls; individual and ensemble 
techniques; music l iteracy; sight  reading and ear  t rain ing; elements and character ist ics 
of music; improvisat ion, per formance analysis; role and in fluence of inst rumental music 
and musicians; connect ions between music and other  subject  areas; inst rument  care 
and maintenance; and, responsible par t icipat ion in  music act ivit ies.  
Prerequisite: Band I; Audition; private instruction is encouraged. 
 
2330 – Band I I I   1  Cr .       Grades 11-12     
This course is designed to enable students to develop advanced technical sk il ls on wind 
or  percussion inst ruments through the refinement  and per formance of h igh school 
band literatu re. Emphasis wil l be placed on the development  of sk il ls in  in terpretat ion  
of notat ion and expressive mark ings, individual and ensemble per formance, and cr it ical 
l istening.  The content  wil l include, bu t  not  be l imited to the following: technical sk il ls; 
individual and ensemble techniques; music l iteracy; sight  reading and ear  t rain ing; 
elements and character ist ics of music; improvisat ion, lectu re, and service; per formance 
analysis; role and in fluence of inst rumental music and musicians; connect ions between 
music and other  subject  areas; inst rument  care and maintenance; and, responsible 
par t icipat ion in  music act ivit ies.  
Prerequisite: Band II; Audition; Private instruction is encouraged. 
 
2340 – Band IV   1  Cr .       Grades 11-12 
This course is designed to enable ser ious students to develop advanced technical sk il ls 
on wind or  percussion inst ruments through the refinement  and per formance of h igh 
school band literatu re. Emphasis wil l be placed on the refinement  of sk il ls in  
in terpretat ion of notat ion and expressive mark ings, individual and ensemble 
per formance, and cr it ical l istening.  The content  wil l include, technical sk il ls; individual 
and ensemble techniques; music l iteracy; sight  reading and ear  t rain ing; elements and 
character ist ics of music; improvisat ion, lectu re, and service; per formance analysis; role 
and in fluence of inst rumental music and musicians; inst rument  care and maintenance; 
and, responsible par t icipat ion in  music act ivit ies.  
Prerequisite: Band III; Audition; Private instruction is encouraged. 
 
2350 – J azz Band   1  Cr .       Grades 9-12       
This course is designed for  students with an advanced exper ience on  the saxophone, 
t rombone, t rumpet , gu itar , piano, percussion, drum set , or  vocalists. Knowledge of 
blues scales, all modes, and major  and minor  scales requ ired. Students wil l learn basic 
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through advanced improvisat ional techniques, var ious styles of jazz, and play advanced 
literatu re. Student  per formances wil l include on and off campus events.  
Prerequisite: Audition 
 
2410 – Chorus I    1  Cr .       Grades 9-12       
Students per form music of all styles and per iods, keeping in  mind the developing voice 
and st ressing the essent ials of the choral ar t . Concer t  and fest ival par t icipat ion is 
requ ired. Conference par t icipat ion in  ACSI and FVA as well as fest ival par t icipat ion for  
solos and/ or  ensembles is enthusiast ically encou raged.   
 
2420 – Chorus I I    1  Cr .       Grades 10-12     
This course is designed to enable students to develop in termediate-level individual and 
ensemble sk il ls in  choral per formance through preparat ion of var ied h igh  school 
l i teratu re. Emphasis wil l be placed on healthy and expressive singing, accurate 
in terpretat ion of notat ion, and development  of cr it ical and aesthet ic response to music. 
The content  wil l include, bu t  not  be l imited to the following: vocal product ion; choral 
per formance techniques, music l iteracy; sight -reading and ear  t rain ing; elements and 
character ist ics of music; improvisat ion, composit ion, and ar ranging; per formance 
analysis; role and in fluence of choral music and musicians; connect ions between music 
and other  subject  areas; responsible for  par t icipat ion in  music act ivit ies.  
Prerequisite: Chorus I 
 
2430 – Chorus I I I  Honors   1  Cr .      Grades 11-12     
This course is designed to enable students to develop proficient  individual and 
ensemble sk il ls in  choral per formance through preparat ion of var ied h igh  school 
l i teratu re. Emphasis wil l be placed on healthy and expressive singing, accurate 
in terpretat ion of notat ion, and development  of cr it ical and aesthet ic response to music. 
The content  wil l include, bu t  not  be l imited to the following: vocal product ion; choral 
per formance techniques; music l iteracy; sight -reading and ear  t rain ing; elements and 
character ist ics of music; improvisat ion, composit ion, and ar ranging; per formance 
analysis; role and in fluence of choral music and musicians; connect ions between music 
and other  subject  areas; responsible for  par t icipat ion in  music act ivit ies.  
Prerequisite: Chorus II 
 
2440 – Chorus IV Honors 1 Cr .      Grades 11-12  
This course is designed to enable students to develop proficient  individual and 
ensemble sk il ls in  choral per formance through preparat ion of var ied h igh  school 
l i teratu re. Emphasis wil l be placed on healthy and expressive singing, accurate 
in terpretat ion of notat ion, and development  of cr it ical and aesthet ic response to music. 
The content  wil l include, bu t  not  be l imited to the following: vocal product ion; choral 
per formance techniques, music l iteracy; sight -reading and ear  t rain ing; elements and 
character ist ics of music; improvisat ion, composit ion, and ar ranging; per formance 
analysis; role and in fluence of choral music and musicians; connect ions between music 
and other  subject  areas; responsible for  par t icipat ion in  music act ivit ies.  
Prerequisite: Chorus III  
 
2450 – AP Musi c Theory     1  Cr .              Grades 10 - 12  
Our  goal in  AP Music Theory wil l be to apply h igh level l istening and language sk il ls (terms, 
notat ion), and accurately ident ify the aural elements of music (Pitch, Du rat ion, Dynamics, 
and Timbre). Students wil l be l istening to a wide var iety of select ions reflect ing different 
styles and per iods; communicate their  usage through singing and other  inst ruments (piano, 
etc.); notate them visually on paper ; then apply these techniques analyt ically and 
creat ively. Prerequisites: at least 2-3 years experience on a musical instrument; 
understanding and recognition of written rhy thms, pitch, and/ or chords; pass a basic theory 
test; permission of instructor. 
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Dance 
 
2510 – Dance Techn i que I    1  Cr .      Grades 9-12                  
This course is designed to develop basic knowledge and sk il ls in  var ied dance styles 
through acqu isit ion  of technique, movement  terminology, solo and ensemble 
per formance, choreographic pr inciples, aesthet ic awareness, and per formance quality 
with in a cu ltu ral and h istor ical context .  
Prerequisite: Audition required; students w ill be placed in appropriate level class. 
 
2520 – Dance Techn i que I I    1  Cr .               Grades 10-12                                                           
This course is designed to develop knowledge and sk il ls in  var ied dance styles such as 
ballet , modern dance and jazz, through acqu isit ion of technique, movement  
terminology, solo and ensemble per formance, choreographic pr inciples and perspect ive, 
aesthet ic awareness, and per formance quality with in a cu ltu ral and h istor ical context .  
Prerequisite: Audition required; students w ill be placed in appropriate level class. 
 
2550 – Dance Techn i que I I I     1  Cr .     Grades 10-12                 
This course is designed to develop advanced knowledge and sk il ls in  var ied dance styles 
through acqu isit ion  of technique, movement  terminology, solo and ensemble 
per formance, choreographic pr inciples and perspect ive, aesthet ic awareness, and 
per formance quality with in a cu ltu ral and h istor ical context .  
Prerequisite: Audition required; students w ill be placed in appropriate level class. 
 
2560 – Dance Techn i que IV   1  Cr .      Grades 10-12                                                     
This course is designed to fu r ther  develop advanced knowledge and sk il ls in  var ied 
dance styles through acqu isit ion and improvement  of technique, movement  
terminology, solo and ensemble per formance, choreographic process, aesthet ic 
elements, and per formance quality, and expressive range. Emphasis is on staging 
techniques through independent  work  in  solo and group choreography, cu lminat ing in  
a final per formance.  
Prerequisite: Audition required; students w ill be placed in appropriate level class. 
 
Media 
 
2610 – Mass Medi a 1    0 .5 Cr .      Grades 9-12               
A survey-style class that  wil l explore the var ious types and purposes of mass media, the 
eth ics and responsibil i t ies involved, the philosophy and impact  of var ious programs, the 
product ion and analysis of mass media, and its impact  on h istory, cu ltu re, and polit ics.  
Prerequisite: Computer Applications 
 
2660 – Phot ography (w/ Di gi t al  Im agi ng)   0.5 Cr .               Grades 9-12  
This course wil l provide an in t roduct ion to the under lying concepts and the creat ive 
applicat ions of Photography. Assignments wil l include photography projects. Students 
wil l also develop a work ing knowledge of computer  graphic applicat ions such as Adobe 
Photoshop and Adobe Il lust rator .  Digital imaging concepts (digital photography) wil l be 
emphasized. The sk il ls learned in  th is class are ext remely beneficial for  those in terested 
in  photography and visual ar t , web design, pr in t  media, and television product ion. 
Prerequisite: access to a digital camera  
  
2670 – Yearbook / Mul t i -Medi a Product i on  I    1  Cr .   Grades 10-12    
This course wil l enable students to develop fundamental sk il ls in  the product ion of 
var ious mass media including, bu t  not  l imited to, yearbook.  The purpose of th is course 
is to enable students to develop sk il ls in  var ious types and purposes of mass media, 
eth ics and responsibil i t ies in  mass media, philosophy and impact  of var ious programs, 
product ion of mass media, analysis of mass media and the impact  of mass media on  
h istory, cu ltu re and polit ics.  
Prerequisite: recommendation by English instructor and Yearbook advisor  
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2671 – Yearbook / Mul t i -Medi a Product i on  I I    1  Cr .    Grades 11-12     
This course wil l enable students to refine fundamental sk il ls in  the product ion of 
var ious mass media including, bu t  not  l imited to, yearbook.  The purpose of th is course 
is to enable students to refine sk il ls in  var ious types and purposes of mass media, 
eth ics and responsibil i t ies in  mass media, philosophy and impact  of var ious programs, 
product ion of mass media, analysis of mass media and the impact  of mass media on  
h istory, cu ltu re and polit ics.  
Prerequisite: recommendation by English instructor and Yearbook advisor  
 
2710 – Di gi t al  Vi deo Product i on  I       0 .5 Cr .      Grades 9-12   
Students wil l be in t roduced to digital  video product ion  and wil l  gain exper ience in  the 
areas of pre-product ion , product ion, and post-product ion.  Specific sk il ls include 
scr iptwr it ing, camera operat ion, and digital edit ing.  Projects include news-packages, 
shor t  fi lms, and suppor t  of the h igh school television show, FOCUS. 
Prerequisite: Mass Media I 
  
2720, 30 – Di gi t al  Vi deo Product i on  I I , I I I     1  Cr .   Grades 10-12               
Students wil l apply sk il ls in  the areas of pre-product ion, product ion, and post-
product ion towards the complet ion of digital video projects.  These classes produce the 
h igh school television show, FOCUS, suppor t  the elementary show (ETV) and work  
towards the complet ion of shor t  fi lms. 
Prerequisite: Mass Media I and Television Production I, II, or III 
 
2810 – Radi o Broadcast i ng I    0 .5  Cr .     Grades 9-12      
This course covers the h istory of radio in  the United States, the role of radio as an 
element  of the mass media, basic pr inciples and the rat ionale for  their  use, the role of 
the FCC in broadcast ing, FCC ru les and regu lat ions, news wr it ing, in terviewing and 
oral reading sk il ls, format  development , adver t ising techniques, and the dynamics of 
effect ive radio product ions.  This class includes t rain ing in  the studios of WREH-FM.  
Prerequisite: Mass Media I 
 
2820, 30 – Radi o Broadcast i ng I I  – I I I    1  Cr .          Grades 10-12     
Learn ing in  their  own radio studio at  the WREH bu ilding, students explore applicat ion  
of FCC ru les and regu lat ions to an on-air  set t ing, pr inciples of effect ive speak ing, 
wr it ing, and th ink ing to radio broadcast ing, cr it ical analysis of copy, basic 
understanding of audio-engineer ing equ ipment , appropr iateness of programming, and 
var ious product ion sk il ls using studio equ ipment .  
Prerequisite: Mass Media I and Radio Broadcasting I, II, or III 
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Busi ness 
 
3010 – Personal  Fi nance   0 .5 Cr .  Requi r ed     Grades 11-12 
This course is designed to provide students with a biblical view of personal financial 
pr inciples and techniques that  wil l gu ide them in becoming good stewards of their  
resources as well as becoming Chr ist ian role models in  today’s society. In  planning for  
their  fu tu re as good stewards and consumers, students wil l be in t roduced to budget ing, 
personal bank ing, credit  management , investment  and insurance issues, as well as 
financial software. Students wil l apply pract ical applicat ions through budget  planning, 
managing mock household finances, and complet ing a semester  project . 
 
3030 – Econom i cs    0 .5 Cr .  Requi r ed                Grade 12  
This course is designed to descr ibe the basic character ist ics of the Amer ican economic 
system, develop an  understanding of the economic pr inciples that  in fluence business 
decisions, and analyze the roles of governments and individuals in  a capitalist  economy. 
Students wil l also understand the need for  eth ical standards for  business leaders, 
producers, and consumers. Scr iptu ral pr inciples and biblical economics are emphasized 
throughout  the course content . 
 
3035 – Econom i cs Honors   0 .5  Cr .              Grade 12  
This course is an advanced economics course which wil l add significant  research and 
ou tside reading to the regu lar  class load. This course is designed to descr ibe the basic 
character ist ics of the Amer ican economic system, develop an understanding of the 
economic pr inciples that  in fluence business decisions, and analyze the roles of 
governments and individuals in  a capitalist  economy. 
Prerequisite: “B”  in US History Honors or department recommendation 
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Forei gn  Language 
“Therefore, go and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of  the 
Father and of  the Son and of the Holy Spirit”  Matthew 28:19 
Fu lfi l l ing God’s great  commission of shar ing His Word with all the nat ions often begins 
by understanding foreign cu ltu res and languages. Our  in tent  is to help our  students 
honor  God by giving them the means to reach ou t  to the people of the nat ions of the 
wor ld. Students wil l learn the language and understand the unique similar it ies and 
differences of cu ltu res around the wor ld and in  our  own South Flor ida neighborhood. 
[Bi bl i cal  pr i nci ples are i n t egrat ed t h roughout  each course.]  
�
3110 – Span i sh  I    1  Cr . Requi r ed     Grades 9-11  
An in t roduct ion  to the fundamentals of l istening and speak ing, vocabu lary and 
grammar designed for  communicat ion with Spanish-speak ing people in  the community 
or  workplace.  Classroom pract ice designed to develop communicat ive competence and 
cu ltu ral sensit ivity.  Students wil l cont inue to expand their  proficiency in  Spanish II. 
Prerequisite: “B-“  in English in order to enroll while in 9 th grade 
 
3120 – Span i sh  I  Honors    1  Cr .      Grades 9-11  
Fundamentals of l isten ing, speak ing, reading, grammar, vocabu lary, wr it ing, and 
Hispanic cu ltu re are learned.  Classroom pract ice and exercises supplemented by 
mult imedia designed to develop aural, oral, and wr it ten communicat ive competence, 
l i teracy, and cu ltu ral sensit ivity.   Students wil l cont inue to expand their  proficiency in  
Spanish II Honors. 
Prerequisites: “B+”  in Spanish I 
 
3130 – Span i sh  I I    1  Cr .   Requi red       Grades 9-12  
Cont inuat ion of  Span ish I, deepening the basic communicat ive sk il ls with  an 
in t roduct ion to more vocabu lary and grammat ical st ructu res for  fu r ther  self-expression  
in  Spanish and developing cu ltu ral sensit ivity. Students wil l cont inue to expand their  
proficiency in  Conversat ional Spanish III. 
Prerequisites: Spanish I or Spanish I Honors 
 
3140 – Span i sh  I I  Honors   1  Cr .                Grades 9-12  
This course deepens the development  of the basic sk il ls of wr it ing, reading, l istening, 
speak ing, grammar, vocabu lary and Hispanic cu ltu re.  Classroom pract ice and 
exercises supplemented by mult imedia designed to develop communicat ive competence 
and cu ltu ral sensit ivity.   Students wil l cont inue with Dual Enrollment , Spanish III 
Honors-AP Prep, or  Span ish III Conversat ion. 
Prerequisite: “B+”  in Spanish I Honors, or teacher recommendation.  
 
3143 – Conversat i onal  Span i sh    1  Cr .     Grades 10-12 
Cont inuat ion of Spanish  II or  II Honors, deepening the basic communicat ive sk il ls with  
an in t roduct ion to more vocabu lary and grammat ical st ructu res for  fu r ther  self-
expression  in  Spanish  and developing cu ltu ral sensit ivity.   Students wi l l cont inue to 
expand their  proficiency in  Conversat ional Spanish IV.  Class wil l be taught  pr imar ily in  
Spanish; students requ ired to speak only Spanish  in  the classroom. 
Prerequisite: “C”  in Spanish II  
 
3145 - Span i sh  I I  Honors-Bi l i ngual    1Cr .      Grades 9-12  
This course is designed specifically for  bil ingual speakers, focusing on grammat ical 
aspects of the language to give her itage speakers a well rounded knowledge of Spanish.  
Class is conducted pr imar ily in  Spanish.   
Of fered al t ernat i ng years. 
Prerequisites: Must be a heritage Spanish speaker and have teacher recommendation. 
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3150 – Span i sh  I I I  Honors 1 Cr .      Grades 10-12 
Review of grammat ical st ructu res and in t roduct ion of more advanced grammar and 
idiomat ic expressions focusing on  increased fluency in  wr it ing, reading, l istening and 
speak ing.  Development  of all  aspects of communicat ion  sk il ls and cu ltu ral sensit ivity.  
Composit ions and readings in  Spanish l iteratu re.  Class is conducted pr imar ily in  
Spanish and students are expected to speak only Spanish in  the classroom. 
Prerequisite: “B”  in Spanish II Honors or teacher recommendation.  
 
3160 – Span i sh  IV Honors  1  Cr .              Grades 11-12 
This course wil l bu ild upon the grammat ical st ructu re of the Spanish language from 
Spanish III.  The cu ltu re of the Hispanic wor ld is emphasized and suppor ted by 
au thent ic mater ials such as videos, newspapers, magazines and Internet  ar t icles. 
Listening comprehension, reading and wr it ing sk il ls, and increased fluency are the 
course goals. Emphasis is placed on communicat ion. The class is conducted pr imar ily 
in  Spanish and students are requ ired to par t icipate in  ext racurr icu lar  act ivit ies that  wil l 
provide them with the oppor tunity to pract ice Spanish in  a less formal set t ing.  
Prerequisites: “B”  in Spanish III Honors, department recommendation.  
 
3170 – AP Span i sh  Language   1  Cr .       Grade 11-12 
Of fered i n  2010/ 2011. 
In tense focus on  speak ing, wr it ing, reading, l istening comprehension, grammat ical 
analysis and cu ltu ral sensit ivity in  preparat ion  for  the Advanced Placement  Spanish  
Language exam.  Class conducted solely in  Spanish.  Students passing the AP Exam 
are awarded college credits. 
Prerequisites: “B”  in Spanish III Honors or Spanish IV Honors and department 
recommendation. College credit depends on exam results. 
 
3210 – French  I    1  Cr .  Requi r ed  (or  Span i sh)    Grades 9-12  
The pr imary goal of French I is to in t roduce h igh school students to the language and 
the cu ltu re of France.  The course plat form has been designed to develop the students’ 
understanding and sensit ivity to the dist inct ive aspects of the language, as well as the 
social/ cu ltu ral meanings of words which are a key factor  in  communicat ion.  Students 
wil l be equ ipped with a foundat ion of vocabu lary and grammar that  wil l enable them to 
begin communicat ing in  the target  language. 
Prerequisite: “B-“  in English in order to enroll while in 9 th grade  
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Language and Com m un i cat i on  
“The heavens declare the glory of God; the skies proclaim the work of his hands.  Day 
af ter day they pour forth speech; night af ter night they display knowledge.”  Psalm 19:1-2 
 
The Language Ar ts are based on the t ru th that  God is the Supreme Communicator  and 
that  by creat ing man in  the l ikeness of God (Genesis 1:26), He has given us the divine 
at t r ibu tes of being able to communicate with Him and with each other . In  addit ion, the 
Bible teaches that  our  words are not  merely sounds and thought less sayings. Our  
words have power  and au thor ity as well as the abil ity to encourage, heal, wound, hur t , 
or  dest roy the people to whom we are speak ing. Therefore, we must  honor  God through 
the use of our  tongue and pen. He wil l hold us accountable for  our  words.

4110 – Engl i sh  I    1  Cr .    Requi r ed                                 Grade 9  
This course in t roduces dist ingu ished classical au thors and themes.  Literacy st rategies 
and vocabu lary are in tegrated in to class act ivit ies as students read a var iety of 
l i teratu re and texts. Var ied wr it ing inst ruct ion and pract ice facil i tat ing the “6+1 Traits” 
is incorporated in to each literatu re unit .  Students wil l paraphrase, document  
in format ion, analyze different  genres of l i teratu re, and make personal applicat ion to 
themes.  Discussion, in terpretat ion, and communicat ion sk il ls are developed as 
students observe and pract ice the ar t  of oral presentat ion. 
�
4120 – Engl i sh  I  Honors   1  Cr .                Grade 9            
This enhanced English I course incorporates a holist ic, in tegrated approach by u t i l izing 
other  academic disciplines and focusing on analyt ic and evaluat ive th ink ing sk il ls.  
Assessments and assignments wil l have addit ional requ ired wr it ing focusing more 
r igorously on content , organizat ion, and style.   
Prerequisites: “B+”  in Language Arts 8, department recommendation, and test scores 
 
4130 – Engl i sh  I I    1  Cr .    Requi r ed            Grade 10                       
This course in t roduces medieval to contemporary l iteratu re from shor t  story, drama, 
and novel select ions.  Students wil l delve in to the l ives and hear ts of characters, 
explor ing the process and purpose of the stor ies while ret rospect ively responding to 
per t inent  issues in  society�� � Literacy st rategies and vocabu lary wil l be emphasized 
through reading and analyzing the different  texts. Frequent  wr it ing u t i l izing “6+1 Traits” 
and referencing techniques wil l encompass a compar ison of l i terary works and an 
analysis of themes, genres, and story elements. In terpretat ion and communicat ion 
sk il ls wil l be st rengthened through group in teract ion as students apply their  sk il ls in  
evaluat ing cr it ically, using persuasive language responsibly, and present ing mater ial  
effect ively.�
Prerequisite:  English I or English I Honors 
�
4140 – Engl i sh  I I  Honors  1  Cr .             Grade 10                       
This enhanced English II course incorporates a holist ic, in tegrated approach by u t i l izing 
other  academic disciplines and focusing on analyt ic and evaluat ive th ink ing sk il ls.  
Assessments and assignments wil l have addit ional requ ired wr it ing focusing more 
r igorously on content , organizat ion, and style.   
Prerequisites: “B+”  in English I or English I Hon., test scores, department recommendation 
�
4150 – Engl i sh  I I I    1  Cr .   Requi red            Grade 11                       
This course in t roduces students to dist ingu ished au thors in  Amer ican literatu re.  
Students explore the au thors’ l ives and beliefs as revealed in  their  wr it ings and compare 
them with au thors of other  l i terary per iods. Studies include per iod explorat ion of 
Colonial-Revolu t ionary, Romant ic, Realist ic-Naturalist ic and Modern l iteratu re. Wr it ing 
Workshop wil l be u t i l izing “6+1 Traits”, and students wil l analyze and in terpret  tone, 
mode, and st ructu re. Cont inu ing to wr ite frequent ly for  a var iety of purposes, students 
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will refine their  understanding of process, audience, voice, and evaluat ion. They wil l  
produce analyt ical and persuasive verbal and wr it ten arguments.  The SAT scor ing 
gu ide wil l be analyzed and used to evaluate all wr it ten assignments. 
Prerequisite: English II or English II Honors 
 
4160 – Engl i sh  Honors I I I     1  Cr .              Grade 11            
This enhanced English III course incorporates a holist ic in tegrated approach by u t i l izing 
other  academic disciplines and focusing on analyt ic and evaluat ive th ink ing sk il ls.  
Assessments and assignments wil l have addit ional requ ired wr it ing focusing more 
r igorously on content , organizat ion and style.   
Prerequisite: “B+”  in English II, test scores, department recommendation 
 
4165 – AP Language/ Com posi t i on    1  Cr .            Grade 11  
This AP course invites the student  to learn to ident ify the in t r icacies of language in  
reading and wr it ing.  Students wil l learn to incorporate effect ive use of rhetor ic, 
including tone, voice, dict ion, and sentence st ructu re by in teract ing with the wr iter ’s 
purposes, audience expectat ions, and subjects as well as analyzing how gener ic 
convent ions and the resources of language contr ibu te to effect ive wr it ing.  Students wil l  
read classics such as Cry, The Beloved Country, The House on Mango Street and 
Metamorphosis along with nonfict ion select ions.  Different  styles of wr it ing such as 
nar rat ive, expository, descr ipt ive, and persuasive wil l be evaluated and pract iced. At  the 
conclusion  of the course, students wil l be able to analyze both fict ion and nonfict ion 
l iteratu re and develop thoughts clear ly in  essay form.  
Prerequisites, “A-”  in English (or “B+”  in Engl. Hon.), application process, PSAT test score, 
Teacher Recommendation. College credit depends on exam results. 
 
4185 - DE Br i t i sh  Li t erat ure A  .5  Cr . (ENL2012)          Grade 12                        
This course is a study of man’s relat ionship to h is environment . It  t races the 
development  of the themat ic, l ingu ist ic, and literary character ist ics of Br i t ish Literatu re 
to the 18 th century. Emphasis wil l be placed on the Romant ic poets and Chaucer , 
Shakespeare, Milton, and Swift . This is a college level class. 
Prerequisites: “B+”  in English III Honors, teacher recommendation, 3.0 GPA, and meet 
Broward College DE test criteria 
 
4186 - DE Br i t i sh  Li t erat ure B    .5  Cr . (ENL2022)          Grade 12                         
A study of man’s relat ionship to the natural environment , social responsibil i ty, and the 
or igins of cur rent  social and economic problems reflected in  Br it ish Literatu re of the 
19 th and 20 th century. Focus wil l be on the Romant ic poets and Tennyson, Browning, 
Hardy, Yeats. Shaw, Eliot , and Thomas. This is a college level class. 
Prerequisites: “B+”  in DE British Lit.;  teacher recommendation, 3.0 GPA, and meet 
Broward College DE test criteria 
 
4170 – Engl i sh  IV   1  Cr . Requi r ed           Grade 12                       
This course in t roduces students to dist ingu ished au thors in  Br it ish Literatu re. 
Students explore au thors’ l ives and beliefs as revealed in  their  wr it ings and compare 
them with au thors of other  l i terary per iods. Studies include per iod explorat ions of Old 
English, Medieval, English Renaissance, Romant ic, Victor ian, Modern, and Postmodern  
l iteratu re. Responding to l iteratu re in  wr it ing workshop u t i l izing “6+1 Traits,” students 
wil l analyze and in terpret  purpose and style. Cont inu ing to wr ite frequent ly, students 
wil l master  the understanding of process, audience, voice, and evaluat ion. They wil l 
study and wr ite a broad range of l i terary analysis and cr it icism. Students wil l complete 
a senior  capstone project  consist ing of mu lt i-genre research projects.  
Prerequisite: English III or English III Honors

4190 – AP Engl i sh  Li t erat ure and Com posi t i on   1 Cr .          Grade 12                       
The core of th is course features a wide var iety of readings in  poetry, plays, and fict ion  
with the object ive of deliberately reading to understand the complexity and r ichness of 
meaning in  a work , enabling the student  to ar r ive at  a super ior  response and analysis.  
Expository and argumentat ive prose wil l be among course topics as well.  In  preparat ion  
for  the AP Examinat ion, the student  wil l reflect  on h is or  her  reading through extensive 
discussion, wr it ing, and edit ing. Significant  ou tside reading is requ ired. This course 
prepares students to take the requ ired AP English Literatu re and Composit ion exam.  
Prerequisites: “A-”  in Honors English, PSAT test score, departmental approval. College 
credit depends on exam results. 
 
 
 
 
LANGUAGE &  COMMUNICATION ELECTIVES 
 
4210 – J ournal i sm  I    1  Cr .       Grades 10-12      
This in t roductory semester  course explores learn ing the language of journalism and 
photojournalism, developing communicat ion sk il ls in  wr it ing different  k inds of ar t icles, 
understanding news and the publish ing process, h istory and media eth ics, as well as 
careers in  journalism. Students wil l review cur rent  newspapers, per iodicals and other  
text . Students wil l apply their  foundat ional sk il ls in  creat ing ar t icles, columns, 
editor ials, headlines, and page design. Selected ar t icles wil l be used in  the school news 
publicat ions. 
�
4220 – J ournal i sm  I I    1  Cr .       Grades 11-12     
This course wil l funct ion  pr imar ily as the team that  produces both a regu lar  edit ion of a 
student  newspaper  as well as the CCA Weekly for  parents. Publish ing tasks wil l  include 
story and photo assignments, editor ial and column wr it ing, adver t ising, proofreading, 
and page design. This course develops advanced sk il ls in  creat ing storyboards, ar t icles, 
columns, editor ials, headlines, and page design. Students use state-of-the-ar t  
technology, mu lt imedia applicat ions and software applicat ions such as Adobe InDesign 
and Photoshop. In terview sk il ls and presentat ion sk il ls are refined. Invest igat ive 
repor t ing and in terviewing techniques are explored. Students wil l serve as repor ters.   
Prerequisite: Journalism I and department recommendation 
 
4310 – Speech  &  Debat e     0 .5  Cr .      Grades 9-12                  
This course in t roduces students to the basics of speech communicat ions by developing 
fundamental sk il ls in  formal and in formal oral communicat ion. Students par t icipate in  
a var iety of speech act ivit ies which wil l help them develop self-confidence and poise 
through preparat ion, per formance, and evaluat ion. Students par t icipate in  
in terpersonal, group, and public speak ing act ivit ies. 
 
4330 – Com posi t i on  101    .5  Cr .            Grades 11-12 
This course is designed to help students develop effect ive reading and wr it ing st rategies 
as well as to expose students to a wide range of l i teratu re.  Students tak ing th is course 
can expect  to wr ite on a daily basis and for  a var iety of purposes. Students wil l learn, 
and demonstrate in  their  own wr it ing, the basic components of except ional wr it ing.  
This is a valuable course for  students who enjoy reading and wr it ing, and wou ld l ike to 
enhance and st rengthen their  abil ity level in  both areas in  order  to develop the sk il ls 
needed to excel in  college. 
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Mat hem at i cs 
 

 “And He is before all things, and in Him all things consist.”   Colossians 1:17 
God’s creat ion is fi l led with both numer ical and special relat ionships. The Chr ist ian ’s 
mandate for  mathemat ics is to apply mathemat ics in  order  to understand nature, for  
what  math does is see with a finer  focus some of the th ings God made. Not  only is math 
usefu l to fu lfi l l  the dominion mandate of Scr iptu re, it  also uniquely reveals cer tain  
at t r ibu tes of the Creator  God. In  mathemat ics we find God as the Architect , Contractor , 
and Bu ilder  all in  one. “Through mathemat ics, nature stands revealed before us, and 
through it  the Creator  of the wor ld has spoken and the Preserver  of the wor ld cont inues 
to speak.” Without  th is language, many of the in t r icate work ings of natu re wou ld have 
remained vague or  even unknown.

5110 – Algebra I     1  Cr .    Requi red                       Grade 9              
This purpose of th is cou rse is to develop the algebraic concepts and processes that  can  
be used to solve a var iety of real-wor ld and mathemat ical problems.  Students who 
successfu lly complete th is course wil l be prepared for  entry in to Geometry and Algebra 
II.  Topics include problem solving with the language of algebra, order  of operat ions, 
operat ions with signed numbers, solving equat ions, formulas and inequalit ies, rat ional 
expressions, factor ing, powers, percent , polynomials, probabil ity and odds, an  
in t roduct ion to stat ist ics, slopes, l inear  equat ions, graphing and word, applicat ion and 
Standardized test ing-type problems.   
Prerequisite: Pre-Algebra  
�
5210 – Geom et ry    1  Cr .   Requi red         Grades 9-10       
This course is designed to in t roduce the student  to logic and proof in  order  to aid in  
solving real wor ld problems.  The students wil l learn to focus on problem solving using 
geometr ic postu lates and theorems.   Students who successfu lly complete th is course 
wil l be prepared for  entry in to Algebra II or  Algebra II Honors. Topics include reasoning, 
geometr ic construct ions, congruence, circles, areas, volume, r ight  t r iangle t r igonometry, 
polygons, proofs, parallel ism and perpendicu lar ity, types of t r iangles, t r iangle inequality 
theorems, polygons, Pythagorean and other  theorems, defin it ions and postu lates, 
Algebra I review, SAT test  prep        
Prerequisite: Algebra I or Algebra I Honors  
 
5212 – Geom et ry   Honors    1  Cr .        Grades 9-10  
This faster  paced course is designed to in t roduce the student  to logic and proof in  order  
to aid in  solving theoret ical and real wor ld problems.  The students wil l  learn to focus 
on problem solving using geometr ic postu lates and theorems. Students who complete 
th is course wil l be prepared for  Algebra II Honors and an accelerated math program. 
Topics include reasoning, geometr ic construct ions, congruence, circles, areas, volume, 
r ight  t r iangle t r igonomet ry, polygons, proofs, parallelism and perpendicu lar ity, types of 
t r iangles, t r iangle inequality theorems, polygons, Pythagorean and other  theorems, 
defin it ions and postu lates, as well as SAT and CLEP test  prep. 
Prerequisite: “A-”  in Algebra, dept. recommendation  
�
5130 – Algebra I I    1  Cr .   Requi red       Grades 9-11       
The purpose of th is course is to cont inue the study of algebra and to provide the 
foundat ion  for  applying algebraic sk il ls to other  mathemat ical and scient ific fields.  
Topics include linear  funct ions, solving equat ions, formulas and inequalit ies, systems of 
equat ions, quadrat ic funct ions and equat ions, the Quadrat ic Formula, r ight  Tr iangle 
t r igonometry, factor ing, funct ions, and relat ions, and SAT test  prep        
Prerequisites: Algebra I and Geometry  
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5140 – Algebra I I  Honors   1  Cr .        Grades 9-11     
The purpose of th is course is to cont inue the study of algebra and to provide the 
foundat ion  for  applying algebraic sk il ls to other  mathemat ical and scient ific fields.  
Higher  order  th ink ing sk il ls and an advanced work  eth ic are necessary for  sat isfactory 
complet ion of the honors course.  Students who successfu lly complete th is course wil l  
be prepared for  entry in to Pre-Calcu lus or  In tegrated Mathemat ics.  Topics include 
linear  funct ions, systems of equat ions, quadrat ic funct ions, and systems of equat ions, 
funct ions and relat ions.   
Prerequisites: “B”  in both Algebra I Honors and Geometry Honors; dept. recommendation 
 
5215 – In t egrat ed Mat h  I    1  Cr .      Grades 10-12 
This course consists of the first  half of In tegrated Math and serves as a slower-paced 
review of college prep math before moving on to more advanced concepts. Time wil l be 
spent  on areas needing fu r ther  basic sk il l  development  for  bet ter  understanding. It  wil l 
develop algebraic and geometr ic concepts and processes. Topics include st ructu re and 
proper t ies of the complex number  system, relat ions, funct ions, and graphs including 
exponent ial and logar i thmic funct ions and proper t ies, operat ions with matr ices, 
geometry and applicat ions, t r igonometry and applicat ions, data analysis, including 
measures of central tendency and dispersion, probabil ity, and permutat ions.  
Prerequisite: Algebra II  
 
5217 – Col lege Prep Algebra   1  Cr .     Grades 10-12 
This second par t  of the course wil l develop the advanced algebraic and geometr ic 
concepts and processes which may be used to solve a var iety of real-wor ld and 
mathemat ical problems. Topics include st ructu re and proper t ies of the complex number  
system, relat ions, funct ions, and graphs including exponent ial and logar ithmic 
funct ions and the proper t ies, operat ions with matr ices, geometry and applicat ions, 
t r igonometry and applicat ions, data analysis, including measures of central tendency 
and dispersion. 
Prerequisite: Algebra II  
 
5240 – Li beral  Ar t s Mat h    1  Cr .      Grades 10-12 
This faster -paced course wil l fu r ther  develop the advanced algebraic and geometr ic 
concepts and processes which may be used to solve a var iety of real-wor ld and 
mathemat ical problems. The content  of th is course closely resembles the content  
covered in  a college-level l iberal ar ts math class. Topics include st ructu re and 
proper t ies of the complex number  system, relat ions, funct ions, and graphs including 
exponent ial and logar ithmic funct ions and the proper t ies, operat ions with matr ices, 
geometry and applicat ions, t r igonometry and applicat ions, data analysis, including 
measures of central tendency and dispersion, and probabil ity, permutat ions and 
combinat ions. 
Prerequisite: “B”  in Algebra II  
 
5410 - Col lege Algebra Honors   0 .5  credi t                               Grades 11 – 12  
Students wil l be taught  topics such as solving, graphing, and applying l inear  and 
quadrat ic equat ions and inequalit ies; exponent ial and logar ithmic proper t ies; l inear , 
quadrat ic, absolu te value, and square root  funct ion, operat ions, composit ions, and 
inverses of funct ions; and systems of equat ions and inequalit ies, all with  applicat ions 
throughout  th is college level course. Prerequisite: “B”  in Algebra 2 honors, or Pre-
calculus, 3.0 GPA and meet Broward College DE test criteria.  
 
5310 – Pre-Calculus Honors    1  Cr .     Grades 10-12     
The purpose of th is course is to enable students to develop concepts and sk il ls in  
advanced algebra, analyt ic geometry, and t r igonometry. Students who successfu lly 
complete th is course wil l be prepared for  ent ry in to AP Calcu lus. Topics include 
relat ions, funct ions and graphs, t r igonometry and t r igonometr ic ident it ies, logar ithms, 
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par t ial fract ions, end behavior , advanced funct ions and graphing, discrete mathemat ics, 
and in t roduct ion to calcu lus.   
Prerequisites: “B”  in Geometry Honors and Algebra II Honors; dept. recommendation.  
 
5420 – St at i st i cs Honors   0 .5 Cr .                                                      Grades 11-12 
This course wil l assist  students in  preparat ion for  college math, as it  wil l enable 
students to develop an understanding of the basic ideas of stat ist ical reasoning. Topics 
include sampling, exper iments and measurement , descr ibing and displaying 
dist r ibu t ions, relat ionships, predict ions, probabil i ty, est imat ion and significance tests.   
Prerequisites: Pre-Calculus or Integrated Math; department recommendation 
 
5510 – AP Calcu lus AB   1  Cr .      Grades 11-12               
An AP course in  Calcu lus consists of a fu ll academic year  of college-level work .  It  is 
expected that  students who take an AP cou rse wil l seek college credit , college 
placement , or  both, from inst itu t ions of h igher  learn ing. Students tak ing AP Calcu lus 
shou ld have demonstrated mastery of mater ial from courses cover ing the equ ivalent  of 
four  fu ll years of h igh school mathemat ics, including Algebra I, Geometry, Algebra II, 
and Pre-calcu lus.  Technology (graphing calcu lator  requ ired for  th is course) wil l be used 
regu lar ly to reinforce relat ionships among funct ions, confirm wr it ten work , implement  
exper imentat ion, and in terpret  resu lts. Topics include funct ions, graphs, l imits, 
cont inu ity, der ivat ives and their  applicat ions, in tegrals and their  applicat ions.   
Prerequisites: “B”  or higher in Pre-Calculus; department recommendation and application;

The vision of the physical educat ion  depar tment  is to provide act ivit ies that  allow the 
students to develop the knowledge, at t itudes, sk i l ls, behaviors, and confidence to adopt  
and maintain  physically act ive l ifestyles, while providing oppor tunit ies for  enjoyable 
physical act ivity.  These act ivit ies wil l enhance the development  of Chr ist -l ike character  
in  the student  through spor tsmanship, in tegr ity, and humble acceptance of physical 
gifts and talents.  Therefore, the students wil l develop an appreciat ion and 
responsibil i ty for  their  bodies as a temple of the Holy Spr it  and an at t itude of praise 
knowing that  we are fear fu lly and wonder fu lly made.

6110 – Personal  Fi t ness   0 .5 Cr .   Requi red       Grade 9-10                    
The purpose of th is course is to acqu ire knowledge of physical fitness concepts, 
understand the in fluence of l i festyle of health  and fitness, and begin  to develop an  
opt imal level of fitness.  The content  wil l include safety pract ices, technology 
applicat ions, and assessment  of physical and health-related fitness.   
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6120 – Heal t h  I     0 .5 Cr .   Requi red     Grades 9-11       
The student  wil l  develop and enhance cr it ical l i fe management  sk il ls necessary to make 
sound decisions and take posit ive act ions for  healthy and effect ive l iving. Content  wil l  
include human growth  and development , nu t r it ion and physical act ivity, tobacco, 
alcohol, and abuse, consumer  knowledge, health-related community resources, safety 
educat ion, including one-rescuer  cardiopu lmonary resuscitat ion  (CPR), first  aid for  
obstructed airway and in ju ry prevent ion, disease prevent ion and control. 
 
6250 – Wei gh t  Trai n i ng I    0 .5 Cr .      Grades 9-12                  
This beginning course provides the pr inciples and exper ient ial methods of st rength 
t rain ing to improve muscu lar  st rength, endu rance, and flexibil i ty, in  addit ion  to 
advanced techniques in  st rength train ing and development  of exercise programs. The 
students wil l also apply leadership t rain ing towards nat ional cer t ificat ion.  
  
6250 – Wei gh t  Trai n i ng I I    0 .5  Cr .      Grades 9-12                  
This in termediate course provides the pr inciples and exper ient ial methods of st rength 
t rain ing to improve muscu lar  st rength, endurance, and flexibil i ty. This course provides 
advanced techniques in  st rength t rain ing and development  of exercise programs from 
Weight  Train ing I. The students wil l also apply leadership t rain ing towards nat ional 
cer t ificat ion. Prerequisite: Weight Training I 
 
6250 – Wei gh t  Trai n i ng I I I    0 .5 Cr .      Grades 10-12     
The purpose of th is advanced course is to enable students to develop advanced 
knowledge and sk il ls in  weight  t rain ing, fu r ther  improve muscu lar  st rength and 
endurance, and fu r ther  enhance self-image. Prerequisite: Weight Training II 
  
6250 – Power  Wei gh t  Trai n i ng   0 .5 Cr .      Grades 10-12     
This course provides the pr inciples and exper ient ial methods of st rength t rain ing to 
improve muscu lar  st rength, endurance, and flexibil i ty. It  also provides advanced 
techniques in  st rength t rain ing and development  of exercise programs from Weight  
Train ing III. The students wil l also apply leadership t rain ing towards possible nat ional 
cer t ificat ion. Prerequisite: Weight Training I, II, III and department approval 
 
6310 – Indi v i dual  and Dual  Spor t s   0 .5  Cr .     Grades 10-12     
The purpose of th is course is to enable students to develop knowledge and sk il ls in  
specified individual and dual spor ts and to maintain or  improve health-related fitness. 
 
6320 – Team  Spor t s   0 .5 Cr .       Grades 10-12     
The purpose of th is cou rse is to enable students to acqu ire basic knowledge of team 
spor ts play, develop sk i l ls in  specified team spor ts, and maintain or  improve health-
related fitness. 
 
6400 – Coach i ng and Spor t  Managem ent  0 .5 Cr .     Grades 10-12               
This course is designed for  students who have an in terest  in  ath let ics and coaching. 
Students wil l explore the coaching profession  and learn the many aspects involved in  
coaching youth league and h igh school spor ts. The content  shou ld include involvement  
with in t ramurals, ath let ic teams, and physical educat ion classes. Coaching and Sport 
Management equ ips the students with sk il ls and knowledge to prepare them to coach 
youth or  h igh school spor ts successfu lly.              
 
6410 – Di et et i cs and Hom e Managem en t    0 .5 Cr .           Grades 10-12 
The purpose of dietet ics and home management  is for  students to learn and apply 
pract ical and purposefu l techniques in  sewing, food preparat ion, nu tr it ion science, and 
consumer  decisions. Related projects enhance the process, including food labs, sewing 
projects, and consumer  research. At tent ion wil l  be given to nu tr it ional science; meal 
planning, preparat ion, and enter tain ing; stewardship including care of the home and 
the physical body as well  as cloth ing; cu linary and living space design. 
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Sci ences

technologically-or iented society. Another  goal is to provide an academic environment 
where students are st imu lated to learn about  the wor ld in  which they l ive via a diversity 
of methodologies and media. The Bible is our  pure and unmovable standard, and the 
sciences enhance our  understanding of God©s creat ion without  replacing or  over r iding 
the t ru th presented in  His Word.

ALL COURSES ARE TAUGHT AS LAB CLASSES. 
 
7100 – Physi cal  Sci ence – 1 Cr . Requi red (un less Bi ology I  Hon . i s t ak en)   Gr . 9-10  
Physical Science is a foundat ional course focusing on physics and general chemist ry 
and topics per tain ing to Ear th science. This cou rse is designed to prepare the student  
in  the science standards that  suppor t  h igh school ear th science, chemist ry and physics. 
Emphasis is placed on the development  and applicat ion of cr it ical th ink ing and analysis 
sk il ls, proper  laboratory techniques, and the math sk il ls needed to succeed in  the 
science disciplines.  This course wil l also include laboratory exper iences to reinforce the 
topics covered.     
 
7110 – Bi ology I    1  Cr .   Requi red         Grade 9-10         
The students’ faith  in  the Creator  in  an age of science is reinforced as they examine 
undeniable evidence of a Creator  through a survey course in  cellu lar  biology, genet ics, 
taxonomy, microbiology, botany, zoology, ecology, and human anatomy. Classes consist  
of a mixtu re of lectu re, discussion, and hands-on laboratory act ivit ies. 
Prerequisites: General or Physical Science or department recommendation 
 
7120 – Bi ology I  Honors   1  Cr .             Grade 9                         
This course provides a foundat ional, in-depth study of processes of l i fe as evidence of 
God, the designer  and Creator . Lecture, discussion, and laboratory exper ience are 
employed to expand and reinforce the students’ understanding of cellu lar  biology, 
biochemist ry, Mendelian  and cellu lar  genet ics including molecu lar  basis of heredity and 
diversity, taxonomy, microbiology, biotechnologies, botany, zoology, ecology, and 
human anatomy. This course is foundat ional for  all Advanced Placement  sciences. 
Prerequisites:  “A”  average in 8 th grade Science, department recommendation 
 
7130 – AP Bi ology    1  Cr .       Grades 11-12     
Our  advanced placement  college courses wil l prepare students to have a faith  in  Jesus 
in  an age of science by evaluat ing college-level biology, chemist ry, and physics from a 
purely biblical perspect ive. Students wil l examine the under lying scient ific observat ions 
and findings in  l ight  of both the naturalist ic and Chr ist ian wor ldviews. Students wil l  
develop a reasonable understanding and defense of their  faith  in  l ight  of contemporary 
scient ific discover ies. Students wil l u t i l ize textbooks and conduct  laboratory exercises 
which are cur rent ly in  use by local and nat ional universit ies.   
Prerequisite: A in biology honors, B+ in Chemistry honors, co- or pre- requisite Anatomy &  
Physiology (1 sem.) and department recommendation – application process required. 
College credit depends on exam results.

� � � � �� �Hum an Anat om y &  Physi ology   Honors  0 .5 Cr .     Grades 11-12 
This course may be an elect ive, bu t  is also a co-requ isite or  pre-requ isite for  students 
tak ing AP Biology. This course is a balanced in t roduct ion to human anatomy and 
physiology. Topics wil l  include bu t  not  be l imited to: anatomical terminology, cells and 
t issues, systems of the body disease and inher itance. The lab component  of th is course 
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complements and augments the descr ipt ive mater ial and wil l provide students with 
exploratory act ivit ies in  st ructu res and funct ions of the human body.  
Prerequisite: “B”  in Biology; this course is also required prior to or w ith AP Biology.�
�
7210 – Envi r onm ent al  Sci ence   0 .5  Cr .     Grades 10-12                 
With an increased public awareness of environmental concerns, students’ faith  in  Jesus 
in  an age of science wil l be needed to wisely discuss and car ry-ou t  act ions with regards 
to environmental issues. Dur ing th is course students wil l conduct  a survey of 
ecological, sociological, and economic topics that  are direct ly related to the funct ion and 
stabil ity of our  environment .  A special emphasis wil l be placed on examin ing the public 
concerns with the Everglades ecosystem and unique environments of sou th Flor ida.  
 
7220 – Mar i ne Sci ence I    0 .5 Cr .      Grades 10-12  
Students wil l study the beauty and in t r icacy with in the aquat ic realm of God’s creat ion, 
which wil l resu lt  in  His name being magnified and the students’ faith  being bolstered in  
an age of science. Dur ing th is survey of the ear th ’s ocean and estuar ies, students wil l  
examine basic concepts in  physical, chemical, geological and biological oceanography.  
A special emphasis wil l be placed on studying the in teract ions between coral, sea grass, 
and mangrove ecosystems in  south Flor ida.  
 
7310 – Chem i st r y  I    1  Cr .       Grades 10-12     
A student ’s faith  in  Jesus in  an age of science wil l grow as they are in t roduced to the 
foundat ional concepts of chemist ry, including: atomic st ructu re, bonding, 
stoich iometry, nomenclatu re, k inet ic theory, solu t ions, equ il ibr ium, thermodynamics, 
acid-base chemist ry, elect rochemist ry, organ ic and biochemist ry, and nuclear  
chemist ry. Classes consist  of a mixtu re of lectu res, discussions, and hands-on 
laboratory act ivit ies. Prerequisite: Biology and Algebra I 
�
7320 – Chem i st r y  I  Honors   1  Cr .      Grade 10-11      
The purpose of th is course is to study the composit ion, proper t ies, and changes 
associated with mat ter  and their  applicat ions wh ile developing an understanding of the 
complexity of God’s mater ial un iverse. The conten t  shou ld include, bu t  not  be l imited to 
the following: the nature of science; mat ter : its classificat ion, st ructu re, and changes; 
atomic theory, the per iodic table, dynamics of energy, and the chemist ry of l i fe. 
Prerequisite: “B+”  in both Biology Hon. and math, w ith teacher recommendation. 
 
7330 – AP Chem i st r y    1  Cr .      Grades 11-12 
As with AP Biology, th is course is designed with the science major  in  mind. Cover ing all 
aspects of in t roductory college chemist ry, it  never theless keeps the CCA science 
depar tment ’s focus on  mak ing disciples through an in-depth approach to problem 
solving and analysis of the chemical wor ld God has made around us. The course wil l 
provide a study of the facts, pr inciples, and processes of chemist ry as well  as the 
collect ion, in terpretat ion , and formulat ion of hypotheses from available data with the 
in tent ion to earn a passing grade of 3 or  bet ter  on the AP Chemist ry Examinat ion. 
Prerequisite: “A”  in Chemistry honors, “B+”  in Algebra 1 or higher math; department 
recommendation; application process required. College credit depends on exam results.  
 
7410 – Physi cs   1  Cr .        Grades 10-12  
Physics offers both the college preparatory and general t rack  student  an oppor tunity to 
become familiar  with  God©s laws of the universe and the in teract ions of mat ter , energy, 
and the mechanical forces we see all around us. Topics wil l include k inemat ics, 
dynamics, energy work , heat , thermodynamics, wave proper t ies, elect r icity and 
magnet ism, l ight  and nuclear  physics.  By studying God’s unique plans and purposes 
in  what  is proper ly called “the fundamental science”   This course wil l have less 
emphasis on math than Honors Physics. Laboratory work  includes the scient ific 
method, use of equ ipment  and safety procedures for  physics exper imentat ion.       
Pre-requisite: “B”  in Chemistry, Algebra II�
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7420 – Physi cs I  Honors   1  Cr .      Grades 11-12 
This upper-level physics provides students with an in t roduct ion to God©s laws and 
theor ies that  govern our  universe, and the in teract ion of mat ter , energy and mechanical 
forces, with  an emphasis on the mathemat ical theor ies and problem solving of physics. 
 Topics wil l include k inemat ics, dynamics, energy work , heat , thermodynamics, wave 
proper t ies, elect r icity and magnet ism, l ight  and nuclear  physics with and emphasis on  
problem solving and laboratory technique. Laboratory work  includes the scient ific 
method, proper  use of equ ipment  and safety procedures for  hands on physics 
exper imentat ion.        
Prerequisite: “B+”  in Algebra II and Chemistry and department recommendation

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Social  St udi es�

8100 – Foundat i ons of  Am er i can  Hi st ory    0 .5 Cr .� � � Grades 9-12 �
Students wil l read and invest igate the amazing miracles and dist inct ive hand of God in  
the discovery, founding, and establishment  of ou r  country. Pr imary text  books used wil l  
be Peter  Marshall ’s Light and Glory and Sea to Shining Sea. Th i s cour se i s a  
r equ i r ement  f or  AP and DE US Hi st or y to be taken prior to or concurrently  w ith those 
courses. THIS COURSE BECOMES A GRADUATION REQUIREMENT STARTING WITH THE 
CLASS OF 2013. 
   
8101 – Foundat i ons of  Am er i can  Hi st ory  Honors   0 .5 Cr .  Requi red� ��Grades 9-12 �
Students wil l read and invest igate the amazing miracles and dist inct ive hand of God in  
the discovery, founding, and establishment  of ou r  country. Pr imary text  books used wil l  
be Peter  Marshall ’s Light and Glory and Sea to Shining Sea. . This course is an advanced 
level course which wil l add significant  research and ou tside reading to the regu lar  class 
load.  Th i s course i s a r equi r em ent  for  AP and DE US Hi st or y  and t o be t ak en pr i or  
t o or  concur ren t l y  wi t h  t hem . 
Prerequisite: “A”  in previous history course or Dept. approval  
 
8105 - Wor ld Geography   0 .5 Cr .   Requi red      Grades 9-12  
Students wil l learn the geographical character ist ics, area relat ionships, and major  
problems of the wor ld’s diverse regions.  The under lying theme is to explain how and 
why geographic factors create global contrasts.  Special emphasis wil l be placed on how 
the wor ld has become more in terdependent  as complex economic systems have evolved 
with regional specializat ion. Th i s course i s a r equi rem ent  for  AP and DE US Hi st or y  
to be taken pr ior  to or  concurrent ly with them. THIS COURSE BECOMES A 
GRADUATION REQUIREMENT STARTING WITH THE CLASS OF 2013.  
 
8110-A - Wor ld Geography Honors   0 .5  Cr .      Grades 9-12  
Students wil l learn the geographical character ist ics, area relat ionships, and major  
problems of the wor ld’s diverse regions.  The under lying theme is to explain how and 
why geographic factors create global contrasts.  Special emphasis wil l be placed on how 
the wor ld has become more in terdependent  as complex economic systems have evolved 
with regional specializat ion. This course is an advanced Amer ican Government  course 
which wil l add significan t  research and ou tside reading to the regu lar  class load.   
Th i s course i s a requi r em ent  for  AP and DE US Hi st or y  and to be taken pr ior  to or  
concurrent ly with those courses. 
Prerequisite: “A”  in previous history course or Dept. approval  
 
8110 – Wor ld Hi st or y    1  Cr . Requi r ed                   Grade 9-10   
This course is a survey of wor ld h istory from creat ion to the beginning of the 21st  
century with an emphasis on the relat ionship between Chr ist ians and the wor ld©s 
polit ical systems.  Religious studies wil l focus on  our  western Judeo-Chr ist ian her itage, 
while also surveying the contr ibu t ions of Asian, Afr ican, and Lat in  Amer ican cu ltu res.  
The content  examines how individuals have used their  God-given talents in  the fields of 
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l i teratu re, ar t , music, and science to fu r ther  the k ingdom. Through th is course, 
students wil l discover  that  our  God has had His hand on all of h istory and that  He is 
the Lord of Nat ions. 
 
8130 – DE West ern  Ci v i l i zat i on  A  .5  Cr .   (EUH1000)        Grade 10-12 
 A h istor ical survey of Western cu ltu re is presented from its roots in  the ancient  Near  
East  to the beginning of the modern per iod in  the 17th century.  The approach is that  of 
social h istory which examines the socio-economic, in tellectual, polit ical and other  
cu ltu ral forces which have shaped Western civil izat ion. 
Prerequisite: “A”  in previous history course or Dept. approval; Found. of  Am. Hist., 3.0 
GPA; and meet Broward College DE test criteria�
 
8135 – DE West ern  Ci v i l i zat i on  B  .5  Cr .   (EUH1001)        Grade 10-12 
This course surveys the major  polit ical, social, economic, cu ltu ral and in ternat ional 
developments that  shaped Western Civil izat ion from the ear ly 17th century to the 21st  
century. Major  topics include the evolu t ion of the European nat ion-state the emergence 
and consequences of modern polit ical ideologies, and the roles of revolu t ion, war  
industr ializat ion and technological innovat ions in  a era that  saw Europe achieve and 
then lose wor ld hegemony. 
Prerequisite: DE West. Civ. 1000, 3.0 GPA and meet Broward College DE test criteria�
 
8210 – U.S. Hi st or y    1  Cr .   Requi red                               Grade 11  
Students wil l examine events, people, places, cu ltu re, and h istor ical themes from the 
discovery of Amer ica to the present .  The main events wil l provide the framework  to 
examine polit ical, in tel lectual, mil itary, economic, and social development . The 
uniqueness of Amer ican government , the Const itu t ion, and the development  of the free 
enterpr ise system will be invest igated.  Although the emphasis wil l be on the post-
Reconstruct ion per iod, ou tside reading wil l provide an in-depth look at  the Colonial 
per iod and the Revolu t ionary War .  The Civil War  wil l be presented as the u lt imate test  
of the ideals of Amer ica. Prerequisite: World History 
�
8240 –  DE U.S. Hi st or y    1  Cr .          Grade 11-12 
This course is an advanced U.S. History course which wil l add significan t  research and 
ou tside reading to the regu lar  class load. It  can also provide Dual Enrollment  college 
credit  at  BCC for  those who complete the course with a “C” average or  h igher .  
Prerequisite: “A”  in World History, or “B”  in World History Honors and department 
recommendation; 3.0 GPA and meet Broward College DE test criteria�
 
AP U.S. Hi st or y  wi l l  be of fered i n  2010/ 11 as a one year  course for  grades 11 or  12                            
                     
8250 - AP U.S. Hi st ory  (Par t  Two)   1  Cr .       Grade 11-12 
The content  of th is course is in  addit ion  to the general object ives stated above.  It  wil l 
examine the progression of the polit ical, economic, diplomat ic, social, and cu ltu ral 
h istory of the United States.  The content  wil l  include the following: review of U.S. 
h istory pr ior  to 1877; t ime-space relat ionships; sign ificant  events and t rends in  the 
development  of the United States’ cu ltu re and inst itu t ions; impact  of expansion on the 
United States; the changing role of the U.S. Const itu t ion; polit ical, social, and economic 
conflicts and solu t ions; technological and urban t ransformat ion  of the United States; 
changes in  l ifestyles of the United States cit izens; changes in  United States foreign 
policy from regional to global; cyclical character ist ics of the United States economic 
development ; and contemporary domest ic and foreign issues that  affect  the United 
States.  Both factual mater ial and h istor ic in terpretat ions are covered in  order  to 
provide an understanding of the l inkages among events.  Significant  ou tside reading is 
requ ired. This course prepares students to take the AP exam in U.S. History.   
Prerequisite: “B”  in US AP part one, department recommendation. College credit depends 
on exam results.  
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8410 – Am er i can Governm ent    0 .5 Cr . Requi r ed       Grade 12        
This course wil l give an h istor ical perspect ive of the phases of government  through an  
analysis of all branches of Amer ican government  and the Const itu t ion. A st rong 
scr iptu ral foundat ion for  law and government  and the in fluence of Chr ist ian ity in  ear ly 
Amer ica wil l set  the stage for  a comprehensive analysis of the free market  economy, 
governmental policy, and taxat ion. Cu ltu ral aspects to include in terest  groups, mass 
media, and Amer ican polit ical behavior  wil l  be studied to fu r ther  prepare our  students 
to be discern ing Chr ist ian leaders and cit izens.  
�
8420 – Am er i can Governm ent  Honors   0 .5 Cr .         Grade 12            
This course wil l give an h istor ical perspect ive of the phases of government  through an  
analysis of all branches of Amer ican government  and the Const itu t ion. A st rong 
scr iptu ral foundat ion for  law and government  and the in fluence of Chr ist ian ity in  ear ly 
Amer ica wil l set  the stage for  a comprehensive analysis of the free market  economy, 
governmental policy, and taxat ion. Cu ltu ral aspects to include in terest  groups, mass 
media, and Amer ican polit ical behavior  wil l  be studied to fu r ther  prepare our  students 
to be discern ing Chr ist ian leaders and cit izens. This course is an advanced Amer ican 
Government  course which rqu ires significant  research and ou tside reading. 
Prerequisite: “B”  in DE U.S. History or in AP U.S.  
 
8510 – Soci ology   0 .5  Cr .       Grade 10-12     
Through the study of sociology, students acqu ire an understanding of group in teract ion 
and its impact  on individuals in  order  that  they may have a greater  awareness of the 
beliefs, values, and behavior  pat terns of others.  In  an increasingly in terdependent  
wor ld, students wil l learn to recognize how group behavior  affects both the individual 
and society.  The conten t  wil l include methods of study employed by sociologists, social 
inst itu t ions and norms, social classes, relat ionships between the sexes, racial and 
ethnic groups, societal determinants, group behavior , socializat ion  process, including 
the t ransmission of group behavior  and social deviat ion.  
 
8515 – Psychology   0 .5 Cr .       Grades 10-12 
This course wil l cover  general themes, theor ies, and theor ists from the perspect ive of 
secu lar  psychology to give CCA students an or ientat ion to the prevail ing philosophy. 
This wil l be contrasted with var ious Chr ist ian and biblical counseling models with an 
emphasis on biblical pur ism. The in tent  of the course is to inst i l l  in  our  students the 
pr imacy of scr iptu ral t ru ths and pr incipals for  impact ing and improving people’s 
adjustment  to and healing from life’s conflicts and issues.     
 
8520 – DE Psychology    0 .5 Cr .                Grades 11-12 
This course wil l cover  general themes, theor ies, and theor ists from the perspect ive of 
secu lar  psychology to give CCA students an or ientat ion to the prevail ing philosophy. 
This wil l be contrasted with var ious Chr ist ian and biblical counseling models with an 
emphasis on biblical pur ism. The in tent  of the course is to inst i l l  in  our  students the 
pr imacy of scr iptu ral t ru ths and pr incipals for  impact ing and improving people’s 
adjustment  to and healing from life’s conflicts and issues. A var iety of assessment  
methods wil l be employed, and in  addit ion to the text , ou tside source mater ial wil l be 
requ ired reading.  
Prerequisite: 3.0 GPA and meet Broward College DE test criteria 
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Technology

The role of technology at  Calvary Chr ist ian Academy is to empower  students to glor ify 
God spir itually, academically, and socially by prepar ing them to effect ively use today’s 
technology to communicate, analyze, and evaluate in format ion. The responsible use of 
technology is a power fu l representat ion of one’s witness in  Jesus Chr ist .  As such, a 
student ’s use of technology must  be in  a manner  character ized by honesty and in tegr ity 
as a follower  of Him.  It  is the desire of everyone at  CCA that  all of our  students 
effect ively use the power fu l resources of technology to make wise decisions. We are 
blessed to offer  a diverse select ion of courses that  reflect  the cont inu ing change of 
technology and enhance the individual gifts of students.  

[Bi bl i cal  pr i nci ples are i n t egrat ed t h roughout  each course.] 
 
9010 - Com put er  Appl i cat i ons  0 .5 Cr . Requi r ed   Grades 9-10                 �
Students wil l review and expand on the basics of word processing, spreadsheets, and 
presentat ions.  The class wil l place an emphasis on developing proficiency with  
computer  applicat ions to be used as communicat ion tools for  enhancing personal and 
professional sk il ls in  an in format ion-based society. Students may test out of  this 
required class. 
 
9020 – Com put i ng for  Col lege 0 .5 Cr .     Grades 10-11                �
The purpose of th is course is to prepare students for  the technology wor ld they wil l face 
in  college.  The class wil l u t i l ize many of the vir tual tools used on college campuses 
today, while showing students how to use product ivity software for  real l i fe needs such 
as research, college term papers, presentat ions, and stat ist ical analysis.   
 
9110 – Com put er  Ai ded Desi gn  I   0 .5 Cr .                       Grades 9-12                  
The course wil l in t roduce students to computer -generated design. Students wil l 
demonstrate an understanding of a CAD program by creat ing, represent ing, and 
in terpret ing ideas through drawing. Prerequisite: Computer Applications or exam and 
department approval. 
 
9120 – Com put er  Ai ded Desi gn  I I    0 .5  Cr .                       Grades 9-12                  
This course expands the scope of sk il ls acqu ired in  CAD I. Students wil l render  floor  
plans as well as “two” and “three” dimensional designs based upon numer ical data, 
observat ion, and creat ive abil ity. Emphasis is placed on  ver tex shading, bump mapping, 
and photo realist ic render ings. Prerequisite: Computer Aided Design I 
 
9130 – Com put er  Ai ded Desi gn  I I I   0 .5  Cr .                      Grades 10-12                
CAD I and CAD II focuses on the tools and applicat ions of Computer  Aided Design.  
CAD III focuses on real wor ld design issues, pr imar ily through team product ion and 
project  design. Students wil l use vir tual design to tack le “real wor ld” projects including 
bu ilding construct ion, church plants, and manu factur ing. 
Prerequisite: Computer Aided Design II 
 
9140 – Com put er  Program m i ng 1A   0 .5 Cr .                     Grades 9-12      
This class wil l cover  basic computer  programming concepts and techniques. Concepts 
wil l include the development  and use of programming language(s), sequent ial and 
logical problem solving, algor ithms and flowchar ts, wr it ing, test ing, and debugging 
computer  programs, and the eth ical, social, and h istor ical implicat ions of 
programming.   This class wil l u t i l ize the 3-D animat ion software “Alice” to demonstrate 
and inst ruct  these concepts and techniques.  
Prerequisite: Computer Applications or exam, and Algebra I and Geometry  
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9145 – Com put er  Program m i ng 1B   0 .5 Cr .                     Grades 9-12      
This class wil l bu ild upon the concepts and techniques from Computer  Programming 
IA.  Par t icu lar  focus wil l be on the development  and use of a specific programming 
language including its syntax, vocabu lary, and data st ructu res.  Wr it ing, test ing, and 
debugging computer  programs using th is language wil l be core. This class wil l develop 
these concepts and techniques using the programming language Python with examples 
in  game development .  Addit ional programming languages wil l be examined as well. 
Prerequisite: Computer Programming 1 and department approval 
 
9150 – Com put er  Program m i ng 2  Honors    1 .0 Cr .       Grades 10-12 
This course in t roduces the Java language, which has become the standard for  the 
Wor ld Wide Web. Students wil l be in t roduced to the syntax of the language through pre-
wr it ten programs. Students wil l be asked to edit  as well as debug programs. Students 
wil l learn how to wr ite programs using JAVA through the use of var iables, data types, 
loops, ar rays and vectors, applets, mu lt ithreading and animat ion and graphical user  
in ter faces. Hands-on programming wil l be st rongly emphasized throughou t  the course. 
Prerequisite: “A”  in Computer Programming 1 and department approval 
�
9210 – Web Desi gn  1A   0 .5 Cr .                       Grades 9-12                 
This course is designed to in t roduce students to the basics of web design.  Students wil l  
use Dreamweaver to design and maintain  a work ing web page as they learn the 
fundamentals of web design, HTML, and layout .  
Prerequisite: Computer Applications or exam 
�
9215 – Web Desi gn  1B  0.5 Cr .                        Grades 9-12                 
The purpose of th is cou rse is to enable students to plan, develop, and publish  a well-
designed web site that  combines effect ive navigat ion with appropr iate use of graphics, 
text , color , and sound. This course lays the foundat ion for  producing web-ready 
communicat ions.  Students wil l explore and develop web-ready graphics and animat ion  
using Flash and Fireworks. Prerequisite: Web Design 1A 
 
9220 – Web Desi gn  I I    1  Cr .                          Grades 10-12     
This course wil l bu ild on the foundat ional sk il ls established in  Web Design 1B. 
Students wil l walk  through the planning, design, and development  steps requ ired for  a 
professional web site as they in teract  with either  a “real” or  “mock client ” to produce 
web content  for  an ident ified purpose. Prerequisite: Web Design 1B 
 

9230 – Web Desi gn  I I I  Honors 1Cr .  (of fered i n  2010-2011)                       Grades 11-12  
This course wil l focus on Web site management  including Web site promot ion, u t i l izing 
advanced CSS and templates to effect ively manage a site, and the in tegrat ion of 
mu lt imedia and databases. Prerequisite: Web Design II 
 
9250 – In t r oduct i on  t o Net work i ng and Hardware   0 .5  Cr .                 Grades 10-12  
The purpose of th is course is to gain  a firm understanding of computer  mechanics, 
hardware, and operat ing system fundamentals and applicat ions. All components of 
modern desktop/ server  configurat ions wil l be discussed, demonstrated, and worked 
with dur ing lab.  Second Quar ter  wil l involve going under  the hood of the Windows XP 
operat ing system, including the regist ry, setup and installat ion, and configurat ion.  This 
course is the first  in  a set  of classes that  wil l equ ip students to pass one of several 
cur rent  cer t ificat ion exams offered by Microsoft , thereby potent ially earn ing a 
designat ion of excellence and competency widely recognized in  the IT industry.  
Prerequisite: Computer Applications or exam
