As we start off a new school year let’s be reminded of an 
important reality for Christian parents and Christian educators.

Research by 
The Barna Group has recently shown that over 50 percent of 
college students from church backgrounds lose hope in the 
Christian beliefs of their parents.”  
 
Now listen to the words of Colossians 2:8:   

“ See to it that no one takes you captive through 
philosophy and empty deceit, according to  
human tradition, according to the elemental spirits of 
the universe, and not according to Christ.”  

 
Take a quick look at the disquieting Greek meaning of some of 
these words; 
See to it: beware of the war; 
takes you captive: carry off as booty or slave; 
philosophy and empty deceit: devoted to the pursuit of human 
wisdom and foolish theories;  
according to human tradition… and not according to Christ: 
measuring Christ by their philosophy instead of having Christ 
as their standard.
